GSP good news & significant interventions November/December 2014
Saturday 1st November – 1 lady met who was very drunk so team stayed with her until help arrived.
Friday 7th November – 2 homeless guys outside Regal assisted. Called by H2O to attend mature lady, intoxicated so team escorted her towards cab but she had to stop at Zest in pain. Paramedics called to support.
Saturday 8th November – called by CCTV team to assist a very drunk young female outside the Regal. Stayed with her until her dad arrived to take her home. Team also had a good conversation with a young lad outside Boots who used to go to church and asked lots of questions.
Saturday 15th November – spoke to at least 7 homeless folks and team member prayed for one who wanted to tackle his problems with alcohol. Another one of these folks had has personal bereavements that he shared and was given a New Testament and prayed for. 8 pairs of flip flops given out and 5 bottles of water/hot drinks.
Saturday 22nd November – Spanish lady met at bus stop who had missed bus and then plane home to Spain. Team got police involved to assist her. Used Language Link and then took her to a Travel Lodge. Also helped police with lady who had hurt her leg and very drunk man who had been hit. Team helped police to sort it out.
Friday 28th November – assisted guy with a crutch from the Regal to a taxi. Removed 34 bottles/glasses from streets and gave out 12 pairs of flip flops and 10 bottles of water/hot drinks to folks.
Saturday 29th November – lots of people out but a quiet night with few needs. Team removed 52 bottles/glasses from streets though and received numerous positive comments about the work we are doing.

Friday 5th December – socks, gloves and hats given out to some needy folks on a cold night and flip flops and drinks handed out too.
Saturday 13th December – support given to a 19 year old made, drunk and falling asleep. Taxi wouldn’t take him and ambulance and police attended in the end. Wool hats given to several street people and 34 bottles/glasses removed from the streets.
Friday 19th December – team monitored guy outside GL1 aided by mates into taxi in the end and had a chat with a guy in Westgate brought up as a Catholic who has been reading bible lately and upset by some references. Also advised CCTV of a guy sleeping in WHSMITH’s doorway on Kings’ Walk and gave out 17 pairs of flip flops and 8 bottles of water.
Saturday 20th December – assisted two people at GL1 taxi rank both drunk so team waited with them to make sure all was well until taxi arrived. Team also gave out 14 pairs of flip flops and cleared 44 bottles/broken glass from streets.

Wednesday 31st December – a busy but largely happy night with some vulnerable folks around having drunk too much but all had friends tending to their needs. 5 drinks given out and 2 safety blankets.
