Saturday 16th January – only 3 team members tonight. A very quiet evening and a couple of good conversations. A lot of homeless/street folk out and about. Picked up 16 bottles/glass
Saturday 23rd January – another quiet night. Gave out 4 pairs of flip flops and picked up 22 bottles/glass. Again there were a number of street folk about.
Saturday 30th January – quite a busy night. A few good chats but no meaningful assistance needed. Picked up 55 bottles/glass. Gave out 6 pairs of flip flops and 7 bottles of water
Friday 5th February – 2 young men were looked after until re united with friends 

Saturday 6th February – CCTV advised of an underage girl outside GL1 who had ID confiscated. Checked on her. She was awaiting a lift and was later collected ok. Escorted female from Hudsons to Kings Walk. She was intoxicated and unable to sensibly communicate. Asked CCTV to watch her but she had vanished by the next shift. 
Saturday 13th February – cold night so gave out gloves, hats & scarves. One drunken man was given a space blanket before the police took over. Interesting chat with a guy about his worship of goddesses.
Saturday 20th February – fairly quiet night. One distressed young lady who said she could not remember anything eventually met up with her sister.
Saturday 27th February – collected 41 bottles/glass from streets and handed out 13 pairs of flip flops. Quiet evening, no meaningful conversations. Good atmosphere & a few good conversations.
