
 

GSP good news & significant interventions May – Jun 2022 

 

Saturday 7th May – supported 2 young men who needed help to find their friends and go home. 2 

girls were drunk and vulnerable. We had met them a few weeks ago and we supported them again. 

We gave some support to the Street Medics. 5 pairs of flip flops and 7 bottles of water given out 

and 20 bottles/broken glass were cleared up. 

 

Saturday 14th May – Spoke to a man at length but difficult to hold a coherent conversation as he 

was drunk. Also spoke to another couple. Thanked those who gave appreciation for what we do. 

We finished the patrol early due to persistent rain and because the streets were quiet. 3 pairs of flip 

flops and 4 bottles of water given out and 33 bottles/broken glass were cleared up. 

 

Saturday 28th May –We gave a safety blanket to a man who was sleeping on the street. WE 

talked to a man who was suicidal and got him some support from the Street Medics. Lots of 

appreciation for the work of Street Pastors. A card was given to a lady we had helped 7 years ago 

who wanted to support the charity so we can support her daughter who is 15 years old. 3 bottles of 

water and 2 safety blankets given out and 31 bottles/broken glass were cleared up. 

 

Saturday 4th June – A very wet night. A couple of people were given water and biscuits. A young 

woman in Café Rene visiting from another area thanked us.1 pair of flip flops and 10 bottles of 

water given out and 39 bottles/broken glass were cleared up. 

 

Saturday 18th June – One drunken young man was helped to his feet. A few high fives and 

thanks were received. 5 pairs of flip flops and 4 bottles of water given out and 20 bottles/broken 

glass were cleared up. 

 

Saturday 25th June – We reported 2 people sleeping rough to Street link. We radioed CCTV about 

an altercation. We were asked by the police to go to support a young man. His friends were 

contacted and he left with them. We had several conversations and compliments. 1 pair of flip flops 

and 4 bottles of water given out and 38 bottles/broken glass were cleared up.
