A brief overview

Friday: .A very cold and busy night with some good conversations
Saturday: Plenty of conversations (not too cold to stand around). Last hour very busy without vomit or blood! Fantastic to have Safe &Sound and the Alcohol Recovery Centre – surely the numbers this evening prove how necessary and useful both services are.

Here are highlights of some of the situations we were involved with at the weekend.
Friday – 
10.30  Out for first walk during which we intend to hand out Safe and Sound cards to the door men at the various night clubs and venues.  Katie:  Have just been speaking to two physic students at UCL.  I spoke to M who is Albanian and a little bit anxious that he doesn't let his parents down because they are paying an awful lot of money for him to be educated. He prays to God every night to give him the strength to do well and to make his parents proud of him.  We said we would pray for him to keep his life in balance. Tony:  Met a young student studying at Kingston University. The conversation moved on to how we could prove there is a God.  Had a long conversation about physics, the laws of physics and quantum physics.  It was a long testing conversation.

Tony:  Had a conversation with guy who wanted to know why God permitted suffering. 
Katie:  I spoke to his friend about how science and Christianity could be complementary and the big bang theory.  

11.50  CCTV called us to go to the Rotunda to assist a male in his 30s who seemed disorientated. We followed him around until he got to Cromwell Road bus station where he will get the 12.08 bus to Croydon.

1.35  We chatted to the ambulance crew from Kingston Alcohol Recovery Centre which was parked on Eden Street.   
2.55  Out on third walk with Anne who has been prayer pastoring as Katie went home at the end of the second shift.
3.05  Bacchus - spoke to Michael who is one of the pastors at Everyday Church who is on security. He is also the youth work co-ordinator for Oxygen.  
3.35  We noticed a girl in her 20s outside the Bentalls Centre totally out of it, totally unconscious.  There was a male watching her from a doorway.  We intervened and called up the Alcohol Recovery Centre and they sent a wheelchair and two paramedics to take her in and the male left rapidly. We called it into CCTV and asked if they were aware that he had been behaving suspiciously.  CCTV were extremely interested in these events and sent a uniform van after him to investigate what he was up to.

Saturday
 11.25  John Lewis opposite All Saints – saw and heard a guy actually thumping a John Lewis window,  he’s with another guy nearby and two girls also floating about;  There has been a bit of an argument.  Called it in and CCTV said they had it in view so we left.

12.10  In for our break and Prayer pastor Ray has just arrived.  We have given out three sandwiches. Prayer pastor Peter decided to join us out on the street for a little while, before going home.

1.00  Prayer pastor Peter left for home, saying he would talk to some of his mates at church to see if they could do prayer nights doing two hours stints which would help with prayer pastoring.   He was really enthusiastic.

Alerted CCTV re scuffle with raised voices outside Wilkos - the police came and are dealing with the group.  Group of about 6 girls, mostly in their 20s, plus a mother. Gave 2 pairs of flip flops and some lollies and one a silver blanket and just generally chatted with them.  They wanted lots of hugs. The mother was looking slightly non-plussed, probably about getting them all home.  

3.00   Opposite the Bentalls Centre and saw the Alcohol Recovery Centre ambulance going by and they waved to us and stopped. While talking, a largish guy came up to us and said 'he's chasing me,' pointing to a guy with a white shirt and very light skinny jeans. He asked us to walk with him.  It was obvious to us that he was being taunted, indeed chased.  With the male in a white shirt was a slim man – both late teens/early 20s.  They really seemed to have it in for this guy and he seemed really scared.  We called it into CCTV who confirmed they were watching. Suddenly the guy in the white shirt did actually thump the larger older guy, shouting ‘he’s a paedo’. With the victim (larger guy) on the ground curled up and clutching his head, the two ran off.  While the two ambulance paramedics attended to the hurt man Teresa called into CCTV with our descriptions of who they should watch and the door staff at TKMaxx actually stopped him and we understand that he was apprehended.  We left the paramedics and the police to deal with it.

3.30 TKMaxx. A (late teens) girl was on the ground with her friend. The drunk and slightly distraught girl was Polish but the friend was English. - Called in to Safe & Sound to ask if an ambulance could come and take her back to there.  At the same time, staff came out of McCluskys with another very drunk young lady plus her friend.  The two staff walked her to Safe and Sound as the ambulance that had arrived was dealing with the first (Polish) lady in a red coat - so it was all a bit manic.
Just as we were leaving the area we spotted a man and then a woman walking slowly with their heads bowed. It turned out that they were looking for an engagement ring, lost during the argument between their friends – husband and wife. Round the corner in Market Square the husband, who was really drunk, was getting slagged off by his distraught and drunk wife.  Fariydoon actually found the ring!  We handed it over to the male friend, and when he gave it back to the couple they were still shouting at each other. The husband talked about a reward and took a SP card. It was an absolute miracle that the ring was found.  En route back to S&S to see what is going on with the various people, especially those we had just ‘referred’, we saw the drunk husband, the drunk wife, the cousin and another guy who was more sober. It was about to kick off again so we called it into CCTV.  

Back at Safe & Sound, the ambulance was arriving with the Polish girl and friend PLUS the assault-victim guy.   
4.10  Having been back to Safe and Sound and seen the girls we took there, we picked up Anne, returned to KURC .
