A brief overview

Friday:  It was a cold and quiet evening, but still had some great conversations, which makes it all worthwhile.  

Saturday: The evening was pretty quiet with a bit of rain and a bit of snow and very cold.  We had some good interactions with people.  We prayed with one person.  The evening ended quite peacefully. 

Here are highlights from some of the encounters we were involved with last weekend.
Friday 
10.55  Bentalls Centre - Mr M very agitated. We prayed with him, but he is still agitated so we said we will call his minister.  Will ask the prayer pastors to pray. 
11.00  Just gave out some lollipops to some lads coming down Clarence Street and spoke to a homeless man sitting in the sports shop there.  We asked if he would like a sandwich or a drink but he said he was fine.  Will stop by later to see if he is still there.

11.20  Just spoken to P, a homeless guy, outside Pryzm who is looking so much better.  He told us that he is clean and off drugs and has been for a couple of weeks.   His attitude is a lot more positive and he is thinking of coming to church and sorting out his life.  Please pray for his abstinence from drugs and for his recovery.
12.40 Kings Tun - just given out a chicken sandwich to L, a homeless person, and we are going to get him a coffee.   He is not in a good way, looks out of it on drugs and very cold.  

1.00 Spoke to doorman from the Fighting Cocks who came over.  There is a girl who is a bit tearful outside the pub and he wanted to give her a lollipop to make her feel better.  We had a nice conversation with him so glad we decided to go there.
3.15  Outside Bacchus we met S who was Irish and R from Brazil and her male friend who is also from Brazil.  We had a fabulous conversation with them.  S is Catholic so we had a conversation about that and we were blessed to have two street pastors who are Catholics.  Lovely affirmation on what we are doing, which was very nice at the end of a long cold evening.

3.25  Spoke to I who said she was interested in doing some volunteering so we gave her a SP card and told her the Joel Project might be a good place to go.  We pray she gets in contact and they can find something for her to do. 
3.45  Outside Subway - we called into 3.35  Outside Pret a Manger, Clarence street - a young man come up to us with a big smile asking for a lollipop.  This has been a frequent request this evening.

CCTV about an incident taking place, they responded to very quickly and staff from Pryzm came over and dealt with it.  They brought along a paramedic to deal with the girl who had been rough handled by a boy.  We have no idea why it happened but they were dealing with it very well.  We just hung around to keep an eye on the situation.  One male came along with blood running down his face, but did not want any help from us.

4.15  Spoke to the boy and the girl who had caused the fight earlier.  She said she was having an asthma attack, but in fact we think she had just had a bit too much to drink.  We gave them water and they got in the queue for the taxis as well.

Saturday

11.07 Near Pryzm - spoke to S and talked to him about his heroin use and how to get him off it.  He is not interested in rehab, he wants to do his own thing.  Long winded conversation but found out he is no longer with his girlfriend P.
11.15 Have been with K, a girl in her late 20s/early 30, speaking about her dad, John McKenzie, who has cancer.  She has just been made the deputy manager of McCluskys.  We asked if we could pray for her dad which we did and also prayed for her.  

11.25 Eden Street - have just met C who said he was hungry and his hands were cold so Paul gave him his gloves and we went back to the church to get some pizzas and stuff for him.  He is going to Kingsgate to get warm and intends to sleep at Asda.

12.35 Just spoke to two of the homeless guys who come to the Great Feast.  Chatted to them about getting off drugs and stuff.  One was on Subitex and the other on methadone.  Met with the Kingsgate Church guys handing out bacon rolls and water, only 100 rolls tonight as the team was very small.

12.40 Anne:  Just been talking to F a young man from Italy who was a Catholic. His dog Bruce was his favourite best friend but is now dead.  He told us how wonderful we all are.

1.35 Got called to Hippodrome for a young guy who was not sure of where he was going when he came out of the club.  He was a Frenchman in his late 20s. We escorted him to the bus stop. While we were doing this, we came across a young lady.

Sharon:  There was a girl who had been sick and was crying.  She had had a bad incident in the club with a guy when she was dancing.  The security guards came and took him away but she was in shock.  We cleaned her up and her friends came out of the club and they all went home.  We had reassured her she had done nothing wrong and the guy would not allowed in again. 
2.55 Just called in to some guys outside Pryzm who were causing a ruckus and threatening people.  One took his belt off, the door man went up and put him down.  We called it into CCTV who monitored it.  Both the young guys involved were North African looking and one kept saying something in Arabic about Allah. The incident took about 15 minutes but in the end they walked away - mainly three males aged about 19/20.

3.05 Hippodrome - a guy had been smacked in the side of the head in the club leaving a big lump and was just talking to us.  We offered him sandwiches which he didn't want so we gave him a lollipop and a bottle of water and now they have all gone.

3.10  Three young ladies, 20s, have just come out of the club and one slipped on the metal grate and hit her head on the curb so we checked her over, wiped her up and put a plaster on her arm.  We advised her to go to hospital and get her head injury checked out.  Three people have now slipped over outside the Hippodrome on a wet metal drain cover, two hit their heads.  We checked them all out and put plasters on their heads.
CCTV called us to attend a young lady called C, mid 30s, and escort her to the police station. She had been assaulted in the club and she wanted to get the name of the door man. We spent a bit of time doing that.  It was a bit of hard work but in the end we got three names.  We then took her round to the police station and she is there now making a statement.
