A brief overview

Friday:   It has been really cold this evening but we have had a really productive night and helped some lovely youths and had some great conversations.  We prayed for the opportunity to speak about Jesus and that was one of the first things we did tonight.  Thanks to the team - they were great.
Saturday: The night was cold, dry and wind-free with several good conversations but perhaps dominated by our inability to help a South African man in a meaningful way; we really need a way of providing safe emergency/crisis care and a place to sleep at night.
Here are highlights from some of the encounters we had last weekend.
Friday .

11.00  Outside the back entrance of John Lewis – were five 17 year olds, four boys and one girl - all students from Kingston College.  They were having a good time.  They were overwhelmed that we did this as volunteers. We gave them lollipops.

11.15  McCluskys - we met one of the ticket men working for McCluskys, a guy about 24 studying economics.  We talked to him about Jesus which we had prayed for earlier that we would do that.   We hugged him and once he had left we prayed for him - he is definitely searching and it was great to talk - praise God for that encounter.

12.05  Have just met a girl outside the URC who thanked us for what we did, young female in her 20s, who Tracey remembered seeing in the Every Day Church at the Safe and Sound.  We talked about that and she was amazed that Tracey remembered her.

12.45  Outside the station we saw M, street homeless, and gave him some sandwiches and a croissant which he was overjoyed with as he loves croissants he said.  Also at the station, a guy left his money in the cash point and walked off so we called him back and he was very grateful - he was about 24 and very pleased that he was called back.

2.00  Have just been spending a considerable amount of time with a young lady called N who is an 18 year old female and her friend E a 19 year old female.  N was very sick and very drunk.  They had tried to get into Pryzm but they were ejected.  E was sober.  We eventually decided to call N's mother who had to come from Ealing but she did come and picked her up and took her home.  Then E got a taxi to Roehampton and back to the university halls.  A good ending.

2.02  Just been called by Hippodrome to come and see to an intoxicated male, age 19.  He had had some water from Hippodrome staff.  He sobered up quickly and a call was put out for his friends who came which was very good.

3.40  Outside McCluskys - there had been a fight inside with a lady in her 20s called K. She was very aggressive.  She talked about her father who is a Christian.  She had two fights tonight.  The doormen paid for her cab to go home with her friend.
Saturday
11.00  We are late tonight as Prayer Pastor Anne couldn't get here until 11 - A Very BIG thank you to Anne, Rute and Sue for stepping in at the last minute.

11.55  Shop doorway opposite McDonalds on Eden Street - Sue spoke to a homeless IC2 woman who speaks English well and is quite articulate, her name is M and she is in her 40/50s.  She took sandwiches and accepted the offer of a sleeping bag so we are going back to URC to get the bag.  

1.05  We gave M a sleeping bag, duvet, pillow, carry-bag and cup of drinking chocolate.  We helped her get into bed again and prayed with her. 
SPs spoke to a homeless guy called P just down the road from Pryzm.  While there a guy was trying to pick a fight with four lads who were probably just out to enjoy themselves.  The guy had taken his belt off and was whaling away at one of the lads. Some police officers quickly arrested the belt guy and wrestled him to the ground.  He had taken off his coat to get into the fight.  We noticed that a homeless guy had taken the coat and was going through the pockets.  Then he appeared to be nicking off with the jacket.  We appealed to his better nature and he gave the coat back.  We were worried that he may have taken something out of the pockets so we told a police officer, who checked that he had nothing in his pockets - he didn't fortunately.  A dramatic turn to the evening. 

After this we walked up the road and had a conversation with another homeless guy, L, who really wanted to talk.  He talked about his addictions and his relationship with his girlfriend.  
02.00  Kingston Station - we found a sad, bewildered and agitated IC1 male in his 50s, BM from South Africa, who has been working as a chef in England and Scotland for the past 10 years.  This evening he was dismissed from his job at a hotel. He said that he had been working there on trial for a week and was told to get out today by the Michelin chef who runs the kitchen there.  He said that he was a pub chef and that Michelin chefs and pub chefs don't understand each other.  He said that he has no money on his phone, no money in his bank account, and no cash.  His phone is on charge at the Travel Lodge. We suggested that he spent the night at the police station as that would be safe, because he was concerned about having his suitcases stolen if he slept on the street. He didn't want anything from us.  He seemed in a hopeless situation and we were lost for ideas of how to help him.
02.25  Outside BoConcept. We met homeless Italian (IC2 male in 40s). We gave him two packets of sandwiches. He asked us to pray for him as he feels he is in a downward spiral situation.

03.50 We saw B, the South African chef, walking through Eden Walk Arcade.  He looked tired and exhausted.  We walked with him to the police station and helped him with his suitcases.
