A brief overview

Friday:   A busy night moving to and fro, carrying bedding up and down and searching for people; and attending to a number of homeless and otherwise needy people; the weather was damp, temperature about 6C and not much wind - so not too cold.

Saturday:   It has been a quiet night with a few vulnerable people we have been attending to.    We ended the evening down at Hippodrome and gave out lots of food and also had some amazing conversations and prayed for some people.

Here are highlights from some of the encounters we had last weekend.
Friday.
10.35 O'Neill's - we met an IC1 mother and daughter pair; the daughter (20s) trying to get her very drunk mother (50s) into a taxi.  The mother didn't have any money and didn't want to get into the taxi so the daughter had to get in and take her home.  

11.05 - 11.25 We talked to Mr M outside TKMaxx and he spoke a lot about his baptism in the Holy Spirit and that all the other gods he has worshipped in his life were false gods. He says he is going to a Baptist Church. He has a new house and the church is just across the road.   We offered him one of the thin mattresses and he accepted and also asked for a blanket. Someone came up and offered him a can of beer which he accepted gratefully and, when the person had gone into the club, he gave it to one of the SPs and asked him to throw it in the dustbin.  Meryn was so excited about what he had seen in Mr M tonight. 

11.40 Kings Tun - we met M, male in his 40s who we had met before.  He said he has just been let out of jail.  He said we saved him in December when we took him to the Every Day Church and saved him from a fight.  We promised to bring him a sleeping bag and bedding to the station and meet him there at 1pm.   

11.45 Station - we met homeless couple S and C. S is young female who may have mental health issues.  She is quite well known to SPs.  She is very well spoken. She was very hungry so we said we would bring them food.
12.00 Wilkinson’s – Regular rough sleeper P was sitting on the pavement in his usual spot, so we said hello to him.  P said he would like a duvet, a pillow, a sleeping bag and a mattress and something to carry it all in.
12.05 Eden Street outside the Skipton Building Society - we found homeless female M in the door way again. She says she is quite warm enough with the sleeping bag we gave her last Saturday.  She didn't want anything else.
12.50 We dropped off a blanket for Mr M at TK Maxx. 
01.10 Kings Tun - we found S and C and we gave them sandwiches and S a thick jacket.

01.10Outside Wilkinson’s and Pryzm - we found two homeless men M and G, (G was formerly in the night shelter).  We gave M the bedding which he was very appreciative of. 

03.55 Opposite Primark - we came across C a male in his late 20s who said he had been punched in the eye and wanted to be sick. We gave him water.  He said he had been punched in his left eye last week and couldn't see out of it and tonight he has been punched in his right eye and can't see out of it.  He asked us to call an ambulance.  
04.05 His two friends arrived and are tending him while we wait for the ambulance.  One is quite hysterical and was pulling and hugging C quite aggressively.  
4.20 The police arrived and took over.  C became even more hysterical and the police had to physically restrain him.

Saturday
10.15  Ram - just been chatting to the door man who was saying it was quiet last night but apparently someone down in Eden Street had said they had a gun so there was a big kerfuffle about that.  Lots of police flying around and trying to respond to that.  He told us that someone had got stabbed in the cheek last week outside the Druid's Head so when we go round there we will have a conversation with them to see if that really happened. Just spoke to female homeless C and will get her a cup of tea. 

11.20 Clarence Street near HSBC - just met a guy with a slight beard in his late 20s called J who asked what we do.  He told us he is newly homeless.  He lost his place in October and is sofa surfing at the moment.  We gave him a card and advised him to present himself at KCAH and told him about St Peters. We gave him some lollies.
11.26 We got a cup of tea at McDonalds who reminded us about giving free teas so we got one for homeless C.

Delivered the tea to homeless woman C, spoke to her for a while. Very positive conversations.

1.37 London Road - just called another event in - a couple sort of scrapping who ended up running away down towards St Peter's with one chasing the other so called it into CCTV who said police were on their way.

2.55 TKMaxx - have been here with a group of people, a girl was in tears as her 4 mates had been ejected from McCluskys for an altercation.  We have tried to encourage them all to leave and now the police have come and they are trying to get them away but her boyfriend is very argumentative and doesn't seem to be moving off.
3.00 Met D who was with his brother.  D had been to church in the past but not now and was missing it.  So we talked to him about church and then we prayed for him and prophesised over him about being trained to preach the Word - really, really good.  We had also given Daniel a SP card and have offered to meet up with him.

3.30 John Y :  Met a guy who lives five minutes walking distance from Kingsgate.    He would like to be a chef in the future so we prayed with him to go to Kingsgate church.

3.45 - 4.15   Tessa was having a conversation with A who was weeping at the end and said he was desperate to know God or be found by God so we prayed with him and encouraged him and gave him a SP card and offered to meet up with him.
