A Brief Overview
Friday: The night started off quite quietly and gradually built up until it exploded into action from about 3am to 4am.  We were able to deal with a number of difficult incidents and to help several people on their way.  Another great team effort.
Saturday: It was a quiet evening with lots of great conversations.
Here are highlights from some of the many encounters we had last weekend.
Friday

11.10 By the bridge and had an encounter with a guy called P who wanted to talk to us about Jesus and preaching.  We gave him some sandwiches and chatted to him. 

11.40 Spoke to Mr M who told us a long story about a blind man who could see.  There is lots of action outside the Kings Tun and Pryzm.  We have given lots of sandwiches out.    

1.20 Have been through Clarence Street and are now walking down London Road.  A man has politely and calmly asked us for sandwiches which we gave.  He didn't want a drink but said he hadn't eaten all day and now on his way home.  Earlier we had given sandwiches to homeless P who is sitting under the covering at Wilkinson’s.  He says he is OK but looks a bit tired but he has had a good night and people have been very kind to him.

1.50 Have had a call to go to the Hippodrome and we have left food for someone asleep in a door way by Santander.

2.00 Post Office near Hippodrome - we have found two girls one of whom has been quite sick but is recovering.  We have given her water and wet wipes and is much more cheerful.  
2.05 Hippodrome - have just encountered W and R.   W has been sick but is recovering so we have given him water and pulled him up.  He is on his way to the cash point to get money to get him home.  We are following at a distance to see if he is alright.

3.00 Pryzm - we have responded to a call and have spoken to three girls staying at the Travel Lodge who have asked us for lollies.  They are not the reason for our call but are really pleased to see us and had a conversation about how safe we made them feel. We were not needed in the end but it was quite clear that there were tensions in the air.
3.20 We watched the door staff from Pryzm break up a nasty encounter.  The police had to be called and we moved back from it.      

3.30 Pizza Hut - there has been a big altercation between a number of people.  The security staff from Pryzm are there and a number of police vans and are dealing with this difficult situation which has racial overtones.  There are a lot of people shouting and pointing fingers.  We are off to the side in case anyone needs our help.   There is glass all over the road and traffic is building up.  The police are handling it all.

3.45 Cromwell Road bus station - a girl is very out of it, she has been sick but has been dealt with by the Pryzm security staff who are really good.  We have wrapped her up in two space blankets.  Whilst we were there a sober young lady asked for a space blanket as she was really cold and we duly obliged.
 4.10 We have picked up a vulnerable female outside McDonalds.  She was sobbing quite uncontrollably.  We ly found out that she was feeling sorry for herself because of drugs and drink.  She is waiting for a bus to go to a friend's as she has been slung out of home and has lost her friends tonight.  The bus did come but she had no money but we persuaded the bus driver to allow her on which was a commendable act by the driver. At least she is warm and comfortable and heading towards her friend's home.

Saturday 
10.35 We are at Wilkinson’s. Met P, a guy in his 20s and a rough sleeper sitting on a bench behind us.  He has just refused a BLT sandwich. We will see if we can get something hot later.     

11.00 TKMaxx - we have just met Mr M who told us he has got rid of his demons and now believes that the Father is Lord.  His life seems to be changing.  He doesn't appear to be drunk and seems to be talking a lot of sense tonight. 

11.50 We have just run into Teresa James at the SP bus and we suggested we stop in at McDonalds.  There was a guy slumped in a chair looking like he needed some attention.  When we popped in to offer our help he suddenly woke up and decided to leave.  He had bought a drink so he had a place to warm up in.  Just as we were coming into URC, Gina spotted someone who was doubled up so we went over.  She was 19 and was with her friend who was slightly older.  It was her birthday and she had too much to drink.  Her mother had arrived in her car and we helped them into the car, gave out a bottle of water and off they went.

12.35 Out for round with the prayer pastors who are coming out with us to have a quick look at the bus.

1.05 Had a conversation with a guy outside Wilkinsons. He wasn't very complimentary about the police but he did take a sandwich and asked after Paul who we said was in the bus so he said he would go and see him and have a chat.  We pray that God will soften his heart towards the police.  
2.20 We were called to assist with a girl at McCluskys..  She was 19, extremely drunk and uncommunicative.  Apparently, she had blagged her way into a private area and had got into trouble with the people in there who had asked her to leave and then she became abusive towards them.  She then said she had left a handbag there which she hadn't and was then ejected from the club.  They couldn't fully eject her as she is so drunk she is barely conscious.  When we got there she was being attended to by ambulance crew. We did manage to get her on her feet. The crew gave her a quick check over and have decided to take her to Hospital as she has very low blood pressure.  

3.10 Gina and Mike talking a young student who doesn’t appear to be making any sense. Scott goes over to ask them to break off as we are needed at the Cromwell Road bus station – a guy has lost his travel card wallet – we look for it and in the general commotion we find the student arguing with some people.
