A Brief Overview
Friday: It has been very quiet. We have dealt with a few sickly people but no major incidents.  The team as ever were great.

Saturday: Overall it has been a busy evening with particularly long conversations with homeless people.  There were slightly aggressive situations towards the end
Here are some highlights from the many encounters we had last weekend.
Friday

10.30  As one member didn’t turn up the team is going out with Dave our prayer pastor and our visitor Gracien.

10.57  Went down to the Memorial Gardens to check in on the Sleep Easy that is happening there tonight.  While there we gave out a space blanket to a homeless guy who was in his 40s.  He was asking about Paul and Meryn so is obviously known to us.  We gave him a sandwich.  He was talking to two guys from the YMCA.
1.30  Hippodrome - we saw a young Asian girl Z age 18 collapsed with her friend.   We have managed to get hold of the friend's dad. They have been in the Hippodrome drinking gin, tequila and all sorts of things.  She was very, very sick - about five times.  We cleaned her up and waited for the dad.  They have gone off now.
1.45  Outside Wilkinsons - we saw S and his girlfriend P and also saw P2 who are all street homeless we know.  Had lots of hugs and S asked for a sleeping bag for his girlfriend as her mum has kicked her out again.  P was quite down, she talked about her mum a lot. Tracey hugged her for a while and P was very appreciative.  We said we would drop off a sleeping bag at the Everyday Church for her to pick up later.  We also gave them lollipops.
2.00  Outside Dallas Chicken - we saw Chelsea Dave who still hasn't moved to Norfolk yet.  He is street homeless and said he had spoken to Paul today. He hugged Tracey and cried saying he was in such a mess.  We pray that the day comes when he does move away.  Have noticed that there is quite a lot of arguments going on among the homeless tonight.  No-one is being open about what is going on so not sure what it is all about.

2.15  We were alerted to a man at a bus stop at the old Cattle Market so we went round there and met a well spoken young man being sick.  We gave him water and wipes in time for him to get on his bus. He was very grateful.
3.20  We have made the decision to call it a night.  Gracien is starting his SP training tomorrow and our prayer pastor has been out walking with us all night so far.
Saturday 
10.20  Outside the police station a guy was skateboarding across the road.  He slipped and fell holding a bottle which smashed but he wasn't cut.  We briefly chatted to him.  

0.55  Just had a 10 minute chat with Mr M who is not in a good way. He was going on about the Holy Spirit and demons etc.  We also talked about the church he has been going to and the lady minister he has been meeting there.

11.15  Sue:  We visited a homeless woman M in the door way of an empty shop next to the Skipton Building Society.  She has still got the sleeping bag we gave her.   We have given her sandwiches and told her about getting a shower at KURC which she seemed to appreciate.  She doesn't want to talk very much. Stewart:  Opposite the Halifax we spoke to a young boy who works for McDonalds and he now gives M a hot chocolate and left over food after his shift.  We encouraged him to keep going.  Also spoke to C, a fellow Kingsgate member so we had a big talk over different issues and problems he has had and tried to encourage him.  He asked for prayer to get more work. 

John:  I spoke to a man from Poland who wanted to go back Poland for his sister's wedding and is worried about the war between Russia and Ukraine.  We prayed for him and his situation.  

Sue:  Spoke to Chelsea Dave who was sitting on the floor - he appreciated Paul phoning him today.  He spoke about having some issues last night when Tracey was on duty.  He is saving to put a deposit down on a flat.

11.45  Stewart:  Speaking to another guy, S who is Polish.  He seems to be newly homeless and that he does some volunteer translating work. He was grateful for the sandwiches we gave him.  
12.15 Underneath the station - chatted to a guy S who said he has been homeless since he was 17.  He had a relationship for a while, had 4 children who went into care.  We gave him a sandwich, and an SP card.  

12.30  Rotunda - met a girl called C who was very drunk, unable to walk, stand or talk.  She started gasping for breath so we weren't sure if she was choking so we called an ambulance and a paramedic arrived in a couple of minutes. He thought she was having a panic attack. We have now left her in the hands of the paramedic.

1.55 Stewart:  Just met Polish S again and gave him more food.  He said that a couple of weeks ago he tried to take his own life.  He talks to a psychologist from the Salvation Army in Wimbledon. Please pray for him.
2.10  Stewart:  We ended up walking past S again and Luke encouraged me to offer prayer.  It was difficult initially for him to understand I wanted to pray with him.  We did pray and hugged.  It felt right to keep on talking. He is 30 and has a 5 year old daughter.  He hasn't seen his daughter for about a year which gets him down.  It was a good chat.  He was bought up a Catholic but it sounds like he has been burned by the church when he was younger.  

2.50  Sue:  Stood outside Pryzm talking to a guy wearing nothing but a pair of trunks and white tights.  He was bare-chested.   He was very sober and articulate.  He was on his stag night and is getting married in 4 weeks and he asked what we were doing and why.  I had the opportunity to tell him how I became a Christian.  He was very interested and asked sensible questions about faith and thanked us for talking. We wished him a happy marriage. He went off very content holding a blonde wig, a pair of peach high heeled sling backs, some undies and a dress!

3.30  Stewart:  I have just spent quite a bit of time with a young guy from Saudi Arabia.  He was very drunk and we tried to get him a taxi.  We tried 3 or 4 times to get money out of his cash point but it didn't work.  He was sad and thought people made up to him because he had money.  He was worried about his dad’s expectations of him.
3.50  There was an aggressive situation starting up by KURC but the police were there so we left them to it.
