Brief Overview
Friday: Unexpectedly cold , a quiet night on the whole, with a great team of street and prayer pastors!
Saturday: A really eventful night, lots of interaction and timely interventions
Here are some highlights from the many encounters we had last weekend.
Friday
10.45pm Spoke with a 30 year old guy, waiting for a 111 bus, very drunk but would not let us help him. 

Went past regular homeless lady, C ( age about 60) in doorway of Monsoon, tucked up and listening to the radio. We didn’t disturb her.

11.05pm been to Subway and got J a sandwich, in his 40s. Think he has an alcohol problem. Gave us a hug and gone to dance outside the Kings Tun.

11.10pm Wilkinson’s - 3 girls in their early 20s, knew us and sung our praises. All said they are Christians. One girl said she goes down to Bournemouth on a Thursday and cooks for people with addictions. They asked us if it was ok to go to Pryzm and then to church on a Sunday?
12.45am at the bus near John Lewis, met a guy L, very drunk , 35-40, who says he can’t afford a taxi. The girls who were looking after him said they had ordered a taxi for him.  We will go back later and check on him.

12.45am outside Bentalls, spoke to Mr M, seemed in good form and attending church. 
Alan – 1.05am outside Barcadia, a very drunk middle aged man and a women together. She was having a conversation with 2 other guys,that the first guy didn’t want them to talk to. He moved away so situation resolved itself.

1.30am outside McDonalds, met a guy in his 30s.  He is very drunk, waiting for his bus. Checked he was ok.

Outside Acorn 20, met a guy with a gash on his head. He had been assaulted, the door staff were trying to patch him up, but he left towards the car park to find the guys who assaulted him.

2am Walked to McCluskys, said hello to police and taxi marshal. Mr M thanked us for his blanket

2.50am Dallas Chicken - taken K who is in his 20s, to Pryzm to find his friends who left him.

3.40am We have re-united K with his friends after walking him around and taking him to the police station.  Helped by R an on duty police man.  As we sat there K’s phone vibrated and his friends arranged to pick him up from the police station.

Saturday 
11pm Outside Bishop out of Residence, a guy J, came out of the pub and said’ “Oi, you lot, I need hope” then started a half hour conversation about faith.  He had had a girlfriend for 7 years who was a Christian and it broke up through him and he really regrets it.  He was very philosophical about life and was using many Christian terminologies. He told us he was going to a church in Marylebone on Sunday.  He was estranged from his family. He had recently got angry and punched a table and had his hand strapped up. We offered prayer which he accepted. His new girlfriend came out and was supportive.
11.20pm Outside McCluskys, chatted with Lewis who had received a Mayor’s award on Wednesday for pulling two guys out of the river, saving their lives.

11.25pm Outside HSBC, talking to Mr M. He was talking to a Christian couple form Riverside Church in Woking, they had bought him some food and were praying for him.

11.45pm Spent 10 minutes with Chelsea Dave, back from rehab. He was angry and I think felt he had failed and blamed Paul for failing. Paul sat down with him and eventually ended up hugging and friends again.

12am outside Pizza hut, a guy, 20s, asked for a lolly and took a Snapchat for us to tell people that Jesus loved them

12.15am Been chatting to E in the Ram, she is very drunk, The police had been with her and escorted her into the Ram to wee. We took over and walked her to where she said she lived, along Portsmouth Road. After a while she said she lived in Middlesbrough and could we walk her there or get her there.  She was very confused and kept saying that she wasn’t safe and talked about someone being killed which made her nervous. After she had told us of the killing a couple of times we decided to call the police who questioned her.

1.29am by Hippodrome, with C who is very drunk. Her friends H is with us but wants to return to the group of friends as they are leaving for South America soon.  We contacted C’s parents who came out and took her home

3.00am just past Wilkinson’s called CCTV to an aggressive incident.

3.06am outside Hippodrome, called in to CCTV some aggression by the post office.

3.10am just spoke to the door staff at Hippodrome about three guys facing up to a larger group. The three had glass bottles and were swigging from them but were goading the other group. The door staff moved the larger group away.  (The three were later arrested for criminal damage against McCluskys)

3.54am. Just as we were going in we saw a young woman lying on a planter opposite the post office and drunk. After a bit of a chat we managed to put flip flops on her and a space blanket and get her up and to the 213 for New Malden.
