Brief Overview

Friday: Relatively quiet. 
Saturday: A shortened night out because Teresa was not 100% well and Sue M had been out the previous weekend. Although the town seemed busy, the team experienced a fairly quiet night with a steady flow of encounters
Here are some highlights from the many encounters over last weekend.
Friday
10.20 Outside the Druid’s Head. Spoke to 3 women in their 40’s. One asked for a bottle of water for which they were very grateful. They are quite friendly and chatty.

10.55  Down by the river outside John Lewis. 2 gangs of joyful teenagers. They’re doing no harm. Another run on the lollies. We’ll keep an eye on them when we come round again. 

11.55 Been called out to a young lady by Laura Ashley who is a bit intoxicated. Heading that way now. 

12.00. We’ve circled the area and asked people about her but no sign. 

12.30 Talking with door staff at Pryzm. Some female staff are wearing smart red uniforms. There’s about 600 people in there. 

1.15 Been speaking to Dave, a homeless guy who wants to pass on a message to Tracey. Apparently he was rude to Tracey the other weekend and wants to apologise to her.

12.20  Doorman from Fighting Cocks has called us over to assist a young lady who has had too much to drink.  

1.45  We’ve caught up with missing woman who we originally were called out for at Laura Ashleys. She’s wearing a coat with a fur trim collar. Trying to get her into a cab. Tried all the phones but there’s no-one answering. 

2.10 We finally sobered up the lady with the fur collar.  It took her a long time. Finally she got into a cab. Gave her a sick bag. She’s on her way home now, safe and sound. 

3.15  Met a couple coming out of McCluskeys. Gave them directions to Surbiton. He wasn’t drunk but he felt sick so he couldn’t travel on the bus. Gave the young lady flip flops as she didn’t want to walk home in heels. 

3.55 Just signing off. 

Saturday 
We had postponed the Deputy Mayor’s visit because of the shortened night ahead but as the team left the church, councillor Terry and his wife Karin, unexpectedly arrived, intending to accompany the Deputy Mayor. After a briefing back inside the church, the team left at 1020 with the councillors.

Mark
 The young doorman, Tom, at the Ram, gave us a full account of major trouble the night before, which he said involved gangs of youths and also the road being blocked near the URC. 
1045
Mark
 We’ve just been having a chat with Jay the head doorman at The Library. They’re now appealing to the older clientele- generally 35s and over.  

1055
Sue
CCTV radioed in asking for our assistance with a drunk and distressed female outside Pryzm night club. This was 10 mins walk away so we altered our course and made our way there as quickly as we could. Carol phoned the prayer pastors for prayer support for the encounter ahead.

11.10 - We arrived at Pryzm and were introduced to Sinead- the club medic- who handed over the young woman in her mid-twenties, L to us. L kept ringing people on her phone but they didn’t answer. We ascertained (after some minutes of alcohol induced muddle) that L had an oyster card. So, accompanied by Pryzm security guards, we guided L to the Cromwell Road bus station. We were fortunate that a 71 bus opened its doors soon after we arrived there. The bus driver was slightly reluctant because he thought she might be sick on the bus but she had already got herself seated and he didn’t ask her to leave. 

1135
 We then went back to URC via The Hippodrome where some of the team spoke with the manager, while others said hello to the young people queuing to get in.

1240
 We met Chelsea Dave who exchanged a few words and requested a hot chocolate. We walked to Subway to get this, passing groups of people as we went on. 

1255
 The team checked up on P, homeless man known to us, in his 40s. He wanted chicken, so Carol and Tony got this for him from Dallas.

0140
Carol
 We’ve just seen a teenager, student at Kingston Uni. He had had far too much rum to drink. He was with his 3 friends in late teens, who were doing a good job of looking after him. Gave tissues, water, foil blankets to wrap around him. We advised them to get him sitting up in the bus shelter, because the wind was very biting where they had him. He was sick twice and they are going to wait until he’s sober enough to put on the bus. I ensured that one of them would check their friend gets put on his left side and remain with him until he wakes up. 

0140
 Our visitors accompanied us the whole time and seemed to be enjoying the experience.
