Saturday: Busy night with good connections with CCTV controllers
Here are some highlights from the many encounters over last weekend.
Friday
10.10  Spoke to a number of door staff at O’Neil’s,  Druids Head, the Ram, the Library and the Mill all of whom were pleased to see us and we had some upbeat conversations. On to the Riverside which was busy without being lively and had a long chat with one of the door staff. Plenty of positive interaction with people.
11.30 Touched base with McCluskys and then on down Clarence Street and spoke to lots of youngsters on the move to the various clubs. Moved on round to the Kings Tun and chatted to Mr M and G who are in good spirits.

11.50 Gave away lots of lollies at the Railway Station before moving on to the Acorn where we gave a foil blanket to a young man who was on his way home very cold but cheerful.

12.15 Pryzm very busy with door staff and police very much in evidence. Spoke to homeless P sitting on the floor outside Wilkos. He was very down and we did our best to see if there was anything we could do. 

1.15 Outside Kings Tun. Paramedics looking after one person who is on the floor. We’ve helped with a space blanket. He’s being taken off in an ambulance.  Called in Prayer Pastor for extra care. He’s certainly not well.

1.55 End of Clarence Street. We’ve escorted two girls to the bridge. They’re quite drunk but chatty and cheerful. Hugs all round. Saw them over the bridge on their way home to Hampton Wick.  

3.05 Tim has gone home as he has hurt his foot. In the market place. We’ve met a young lady the worse for wear. Police patrol know her of old and have taken her home. 
3.25 A long conversation with a whole group of youngsters outside All Saints church sitting on the bench. Gave them good advice. Left them chatty and cheerful. A good purposeful conversation. Left them waiting for their cabs. 

3.30 End of Castle Street. Met up with regular rough sleepers P and S who ask for water. First time we’ve met them for a while together. They seem quite happy and cheerful and have gone off together. 

3.50 Walking down Eden Street. Given out last of all the lollies. Gave out flip flops at the bus stop outside Santander. Lots of conversations there. We’ve comforted a young woman who was in tears but was being comforted by a friend. Heading back to the church. 

Saturday 
10.30
Heading along Riverside then back around far side of John Lewis to the Market Place via TKMaxx. Then along Fife Road, quick chat with the people from Kingsgate Church handing out bacon baps and water. 
1155 We met up with three girls who said they had had water thrown at them by a group of young men who said they wanted to smear their make-up. We asked if they wanted to pursue it further and they said no point as we wouldn’t be able to catch them. It appears one had been punched. Scott called CCTV for them to monitor girls. 
1245 We are at O’Neills and the door person takes us to a drunk female. She is with a group of friends who seem to be quite drunk as well. We offer some water. She is sick several times. She responds to Rute who speaks to her in Portuguese.  We need several stops but manage to walk her home. Her friend will stay until she recovers. 
12.55 On our way to the Hippodrome we see two females being abused by two older men. One of the men is very aggressive and we radio this to the CCTV and ask for any cameras to catch anything that may be an offence. The abuse continues and one female becomes aggressive in response. We ask her if she is on her way home and she says her mini cab has arrived nearby. We usher them around the corner to the cab. Clocks go forward. 

4.30 A female is being animated with a door man at Pryzm and in response the door man treats her very roughly. We call in CCTV and ask for police assistance. The police arrive and they are immediately asked to arrest the girl, she is hand cuffed. We say we would like to make a statement. The police say they have it covered on camera, but take our names in case they need a statement. 

5.00 Hippodrome.  Lots of people about. Evidence of girls getting into cars which don't appear to be pre-booked cabs. We comment to each other that this is very dangerous but cannot do anything about it.
