Brief Overview
Friday:  The night seemed fairly busy in the first shift but the town was generally quiet throughout and we had some timely interventions and good conversations, with a great team and prayer pastors 
Saturday: A busy night with some good conversations and several calls-out with Control, Clubs and Uniform calling directly to Street Pastors to assist with incidents; a lot of fights around closing time; mild and dry evening turning cold towards end of shift with little wind.
Here are some highlights from the many and varied encounters from last weekend.
Friday
 1030pm, outside The Mill: talking with a woman in her late mid- twenties, called D. She was telling us that one of the street pastors had helped her a couple of months ago and had given her some money to get home to Feltham because she’d lost her bus pass

1045pm. We’ve been with a group of young men in late teens, mixed races and white. Talking about Christianity and about believing in God. One question was, ‘do Christians have to believe in God?’  ‘What do we think of homophobia?’ ‘Is drinking a sin?’ Lots of direct questions and one said he was a lively churchgoer, going every Sunday. They were very friendly and connected with us.  

Sue M:
1125: Opposite Kingston Station. We’ve escorted J, a man in his early twenties, who’s worse for wear and depressed. His mum died a year ago and he’s very upset. We have now booked him a cab.  An answer to prayer (we’d phoned prayer pastors while by the river, for support), that he was accepted into the taxi and we hope and pray that he lands safely back in Esher. He allowed us to pray for him on the way.
0245: Sue L: Just met some youngsters dressed as Hi-di-hi characters, they were celebrating V’s 30th birthday. They are having a very jolly time and appreciated the lollipops we gave them.

0315: We’ve just been involved in a slightly complicated situation. We got called by the police to a young man , 22, outside Class Ohlson. He was having a major panic attack. Richard managed to talk with him and calm him down a bit. He was having a ‘domestic’ with his male partner who runs the pub that he lives in, so he was talking about making himself homeless. He thought his entire life had been destroyed. We rang prayer pastors for support.  One of the barmen who he works with came to take him home to staff accommodation and we got him up and walked him to the accommodation. There we ran into his partner. When he saw his partner again he became belligerent and started panicking again. We helped calm the situation between the 2 and worked out a plan of action for the night. We saw them go into their accommodation and said goodbye. 
Saturday 
  10:38 Control called us to assist Uniform with intoxicated male outside Maplin.  We found 54 year-old man sitting on pavement with two police officers. They were concerned that he was hyperthermic but he seemed to be normal body temp but he also had severe spasms (delirium tremens)? We helped him to a bench. Offered him water and food which he declined. He said he was cold and we offered him a sleeping bag which he accepted. A Paramedic arrived and took over and we went to get a sleeping bag.  

  10:55 When we returned with sleeping bag, an ambulance had just arrived.  PB refused to go. He accepted the sleeping bag and with help lay down to sleep on the bench. We left him with the paramedics. We prayed for PB. 
   11.15 Outside The Ram we met two women, early twenties. One was crying. V is gay and believes in God and Jesus.  She gets panic attacks especially when her Christian friends criticise her.  Sally and Jonathan affirmed her in her belief that Jesus loves her and that she should keep close to Him and He will show her a way through.  

                  12.00 One of the McClusky's door staff called us to attend to a female early 20s who had walked into the TKMaxx shop window and had broken her glasses and had a bruise on her face.  She declined help.  We listened for a long while then suddenly she went off to talk to two police officers.      
                  12:25 Outside O’Neils a male in his late 30s asked us for food. We offered him a bottle of water and lollies, which he happily accepted.  We have met him before and I think he may have mental health issues and seems to just want to be loved by being offered something, like the water and lollies.

                  12:45 We had hardly started our tea-break when we were called to Kings Tun. A teenager was very intoxicated, had been exited from Kings Tun and her friends had refused to come out to help her. After a lot of talk and sometimes restraining her from crossing in front of fast cars, we managed to get her safely to the bus station.
                   02.30  We went to Hippodrome.  Two females early 20s sitting on pavement asked for lollies and then said that we were “so good”.  Meryn refuted that we were ”so good” but said he knew someone who is so very good, and that is Jesus.  He told the one female directly, that Jesus was so good that he died so that when she died, she had the right to live forever in heaven.  She began to blush and said that was so embarrassing that Jesus did that for her!

                    03:55 We called in another fight and within a few minutes the police arrived and pursued assailants. We prayed the “de-roleing” prayer found in the Street Pastor blue box and gave thanks for a safe night.
