       Brief Overview
Friday: The town was quiet with the pubs and the clubs but on the streets there were just people everywhere.  Lots of domestics as the police described them around town.  A good night and a good team.

Saturday: A quiet night but enough going on, to make us feel useful!  Thanks to the team and prayer pastors!

Highlights from the various encounters last weekend.
Friday

10.51  Mill - met a man called T in his early 20s with his friends and talked about God and what it means to be a Christian, the ideas and theory of being a Christian.  
12.35  We found a guy in Brook Street in his 30s who name is G.  He was so drunk and he came off the bus with two empty wine bottles and a guitar.   Two police officers on foot caught him and called us for assistance.  We spent about 40 minutes with him.  He had no oyster card, no money, no ID.  We called the police back again as we felt we were in a bit of a no-win situation and they spoke to a bus driver who agreed to take G to Hounslow.  
2.00 Spent a long while talking with two street homeless on the bench in Old London Road by the phone boxes. 

2.55  We have just been dealing with a very vulnerable young lady who was in a fight with some others. We witnessed the fight and called it into CCTV who then called the Police. The police asked us to sit with her while they spoke with people who they thought had stolen her bag.  She was in her 20s.  We are now running to another call from CCTV to the Hippodrome. The Police gave us permission to leave the scene.

3.40  We have just come out of the Hippodrome.  We were inside in their ‘sick room’ with two females who were 22 years old.  One was upright and drunk and being sick and her best friend was unconscious and drunk.  We managed, with good team work from the door staff and manager, to get hold of her dad who collected her.  The girls had been with a guy who had smuggled in vodka to the club and he will be barred as will the girls.
Mel:  Whilst this was happening, we were called to help another female in her early 20s who was Dutch.  The club was now empty but she was found in the toilets - she didn't have a bag or anything.  We sobered her up and reunited her with her friends.

3.55  Have just helped R who was wobbling all over the road so we walked him to the taxis by Hippodrome.  He was in his early 20s. He asked if we were Christians and we said yes.  He said his granddad was a Christian and he loved his granddad. R felt he was a bad person. We told him he could repent too and that he was just as special as he thought we were.  He hugged us before he left and said we were legends.  It was quite an emotional time.  

Saturday

12.30  We spoke to M who broke his collar bone in May and is disgruntled with the way it was treated by one hospital but is now being treated better by another.  We have asked the prayer pastors to pray for him.  
12.55  Have just been speaking with one girl and two guys all in their 20s. The father of one of them died just a week ago so the girl told us.  The guy was upset that she had said anything and walked away.

1.00   We were opposite the railway station by Rotunda on the island and there was a guy having his 18th birthday and had had too much to drink and had fallen and hit his head. We decided to call an ambulance and had to wait for half an hour.  We covered him with foil blankets and kept him in the recovery position.  The ambulance came finally.

1.35  Straight after the ambulance there was a fight outside Subway which we tried to disperse and called it in on CCTV and now they are separated.  Heading down to Wilkinsons now.

2.40  Wilkinsons - there is a fight kicking off and we asked for the cameras to be put on it but it just quietened down.  We asked the prayer pastors to pray about it.  
3.12   Opposite Wilkinsons - there was a girl who was a bit tearful and came up to us for some flip flops.  Her friend was worried that some boys were going to try to get off with them.  We sat with them for a while and one of the men walked away. The girls said we could go and that they would be alright.
