       Brief Overview
Friday: An interesting evening with plenty of things going on and lots of positive conversations, some quite lengthy ones, as well as people being quite interested in what we are doing and showing their appreciation of the quality of work we are doing.  It was a top team as usual.

 Saturday: Glastonbury has claimed a lot of the clubbers in Kingston this weekend.  We did deal with three young drunk people who took up a lot of our time.  It was inspiring to have a Korean church group come and pray with us.  
Highlights from the various encounters last weekend
Friday

10.30 Came across one of the homeless guys called M who was leaning against a wall leading to the riverside and listening to some music.  He is not drunk and wanted to talk about the times we have helped him.
10.35  Outside the Mill and spoke to a couple of guys in their 30s from the university who shook our hands and we gave out lollipops.  They asked us what churches we went to and spoke about religion.  We spent about 10 minutes talking and answering their questions, they were really interesting guys.

11.00  The Gazebo - there has been a bit of a fight in the alley way by the side of it and we called it into the police and CCTV.  Plenty of police turned up so we left them to it.

11.58  Outside the station - had a long conversation with a group of young people near the cash point.  One said we had helped him a while ago and he was really grateful.  He had had to go to hospital and have his stomach pumped.  He was behaving himself tonight.  His friends came over and asked what we did.  They were surprised that we were all volunteers.  The guy who said we had helped him said he felt much safer with us about which was good to hear.   
12.15  Pryzm is absolutely heaving tonight but door staff have things under control.  David went to see the big guy on the door and thank him for last week when he stayed till about 5am with someone who was very ill.  

1.50 Have not got very far down London Road and have had a long conversation with a guy who had a fight in Pryzm.  He is quite bloody so we have helped to clean him up.  We have given him water to sober him up and he has gone on his way.   Meanwhile another guy stopped us and asked if we had water and we have given him a bottle and he now on his way home.  Two good encounters where we have been able to give out two useful pieces of advice and guidance.

2.35  We have just been dealing with J and S who were outside Cappadocia.  S was in a real state and J was trying to look after her.  Two police women arrived to help out.  They helped us clean her up and get some water down her which helped to sober her up.  We called a cab which came for her and we walked her up and down.  Both girls are now in the cab and the police car has gone off and everything is sorted out.

2.40  Hippodrome -  we cleaned a guy up and he and his friends went to get a taxi.  We called it into CCTV and there is stuff coming over the radio.  The guy had been assaulted so he had bruises and some blood on him.  We think he and his friends will be alright so are following them until they find a taxi.

3.30  We have just been to the police station to hand in a passport which was given to us.  

Saturday: 
10.20  Out on first walk with Meryn, Carole, Chris and Jonathon with Julius and Simon as prayer pastors joined with about 20 Koreans from the Korean Church in Andy's church praying with our prayer pastors.  We got a thorough praying in tongues send off from them all before we went out.

10.30   Opposite the Royal Fish Bar we met K a guy in his late 40s, who goes to the Great Feast on Wednesdays.  He has a black Rottweiler dog - he used to have two but one had to be put down.  
11.30  Outside M&S we met people from Kingsgate Church giving out bacon butties and water.   

12.35  Got a call from Pryzm to go and attend to a man by the taxi rank who was laying on the ground.

We have had quite a busy time.  We got to Pryzm and attended to a 23 year old young man from South Africa.  He came to England once before when he was 17.  He is with some friends but they are inside the club.  Hopefully his friends will look for him when they come out.  

12.40  Homeless C came and started talking to us and went on and on telling us he was protecting us from some very violent drunk people who it would be very good if we didn't speak to.  

1.10  We phoned the prayer pastors to pray for the situation outside Pryzm and for Kingston.  It is really quite reckless and intimidating and a lot of aggro in the air.  We need to just pray it down which is why we phoned.

Druid's Head - found J, a girl about 22, with her friends looking after her.  She was not responding to any stimulation so we called the ambulance.   The ambulance telephone operator talked Meryn through things to do with Jodie while she was on the ground unconscious.  She woke up and started to move around and shout and swear, she sat up and started screaming at everybody and asked that people gave her space.  We withdrew.
3.30  Hippodrome -  a young lady called A was collapsed on the floor and was taken into the Hippodrome.  She had a girl friend.  The friend was able to persuade a friend of hers to come and pick them both up in a car.  This very nice young man duly arrived with his car and we gave him some sick bags for the girls who got into the back of the car and have just driven off.

3.40  Left the Hippodrome with A safely in the car and we head round past the bus stops in Eden Street.

3.45  Have just met the Incredible Hulk, Pontius Pilate and someone in a yellow leotard.  One hopes they have been to a fancy dress party!
