       Brief Overview
Friday: The night was very wet and the town was so quiet.
Saturday: It was actually a quiet night.  Although we had a lot of conversations, nobody was in need of ‘rescuing’.  The weather was mild and clear.
Highlights from the various encounters last weekend
Friday: 10.10 Coming out we immediately saw M who is street homeless.  He had already asked Tessa if we could top up his oyster card as he needs to get back to Ashford and his card was empty.  We did check and it was empty.  There was one available in the SP box with £5 on which is exactly what he needs for two buses so we have given it to him. 
Also with him, hanging around, was a young man called C, a male of 30, he has beautiful eyes and is very lovely.  He came straight over to Tracey and introduced himself and said he was an alcoholic for 12 years.  He and Tracey had a long chat about what was important in life.  He saw good in people but thought he was evil and you could only fight evil with evil and it was the alcohol that was making him feel like that.  It just sadden Tracey but he was so open to her.  She also hugged him several times and he was so receptive to that and came back several times. We will pray for him and he was very receptive.  The police came and asked him to stop drinking on the street.  He came back as we were talking to the police and hugged Tracey again.  We phoned through to the prayer pastors and asked them to pray for him.

11.25 Essence - just spoke to a couple, man, white about 40 and his girlfriend.  He has just moved to Kingston two weeks ago. He wanted to know who we were and what we were doing. He was very interested in what we were doing. Just gave out lollipops to three young ladies by the 'Jacuzzi'.  Isabelle and Mel got into the Jacuzzi and had a photo taken.

11.45 Talking to the door staff outside McCluskys and they have a new hand held breathalyser system to trial.  So if they think somebody trying to get in has had too much to drink already they will test them.  If it is red they won't be allowed to admit them but if it is green they can go in.  They thought this was going to be put across the whole town soon which sounds like a good idea.

11.55 Outside the Nat West bank in the Market Place and just spoke to R his mid-twenties.  He had been here for six months and lives in Kingston.  He came here to get some life experience after finishing university in America. He was a really nice guy and asked what we were doing so we explained.  He is a runner and he loves Richmond Park and Bushey Park for running.
Just met a guy called J, early 20s, outside Pret a Manger.  He asked us for some water.  He had tried to get into Pryzm but wasn't allowed in as he was a bit tipsy.  He drank two bottles of water and had a lollipop.  He told us he was a Catholic and was a receptionist at a health centre.  He was quite embarrassed about being drunk.

1.15 Wilkinson’s - we have just spoken to C D who is in a terrible state.  Last month he got himself a new job and he had somewhere to live with his friend and had a three year contract to work on a gas site.  He has just come out of prison and he wants to go back inside.  He has a bottle and wants to use it on someone.  We are trying to attract the attention of some police nearby.  He is very angry and upset and doesn't want to engage with us at all.  We have phoned the prayer pastors to pray for him.

3.00 Just going to the police station after being down by the river collecting bottles and found a mobile phone on the floor so going to hand that in.  McCluskys shut at 2am as there was nobody in and the Library shut at 1.45am.  The whole town is absolutely quiet.  We found a wallet by Hippodrome so went to the police station twice.
Saturday: 10.50 Outside Browns - found two IC1 males in their 20s swimming in the Hogs mill - seemed to be retrieving a ball.  The incident was called into CCTV and they asked that we confirm when the two men were out of the water and safe which we did.

11.35 Kings Tun - we spoke to K, one of the McCluskys girls giving out wrist bands to give discount entry and discount on each drink making them £2.50 per drink.  McCluskys have had a refurbishment and increased the size of the dance floor and redecorated and this is the first night of the new upgrade.

11.40 Outside Kingston Station - said hello to homeless G who said he was perfectly alright and we didn't need to worry about him.  He thanked us for what we are doing, and said we should be down at the river - that’s where all the action is.  We thanked him for the tip.

12.40 We met J, a mental health regular, outside the all-night shop Best One on High Street.  He asked for something to eat and we said we had none.  We gave him a bottle of water, lollies and a wrist band and he thanked us.

12.45 Library - they have about 140 people in tonight and are very pleased.  We went inside to look at the layout which seemed very cramped and in their separate levels.  It would be a nightmare getting out in the event of a fire at ground level!

12.55 Outside the Ram we saw three males in their 40s and two females being escorted by the males onto an apparently un-named boat moored against the Pick ’n Witch.  The girls seemed well inebriated and stumbled their way across. We also met a lone female in her 40s outside Browns, fiddling with her mobile phone.  We asked if she was OK she said she was and said she was with a group of people about 100 yards in front of her.

1.10 Two males were cycling around McCluskys and we warned them of the broken glass and they thanked us very much.
1.35 Outside Rush next to Kings Tun, we came across S He still sleeps rough most nights, we gave him a bottle of water.

2.31 Directly opposite URC by Beau Concept we found three females, two of them looking after one who was under the weather.  Her name was C and when we suggested she lie in the recovery position in case she was sick again.  She lifted her head up and said she was actually OK and so she seemed! She had been sick and had water.  We cautioned her that when she goes to bed tonight she lies in the recovery position.  She said she would and she understood why

2.35 Hippodrome - had a very pleasant conversation with G who told us how much he appreciated what we do. We explained more of what we do and how we help people and he said he would like to become a SP one of these days.  The senior door man from O'Neill's came and told us that they may have had one of their walkie-talkies stolen and asked us to look out for it.

3.10 Fife Road outside Real Time - we met three females in their 20s who asked for two pairs of flip flops and some lollies.  They also asked if they could have a foil blanket but they were not in clinical need of the blanket so we told them we keep them for people who are seriously ill and really need them.
