Friday:   A reasonably quiet evening, with several good conversations and opportunities to help.  The friendly team worked well together. Our visitors are already sharp-eyed bottle finders
Saturday:  We were able to go out because Meryn stepped in at the last minute (a member of the team was unable to come out as he was unwell).  

Here are highlights from the many encounters we had at the weekend
Friday

10.00  Graham went over to a Police Briefing at the police station which was fairly useful.  A lot of it was planning for when the university starts, Notting Hill Carnival, and rugby matches and so on. It was agreed to try an earlier time (9.30) to enable SPs to be out by 10.00.

11.30 We met a group of girls.  One called E who was very interested in what we do. She said she was an atheist. We talked about faith and doubt and holding those two in balance all the time and the mystery of faith.  She gave us hugs and said she loved us and went on her way with her friends.

11.40  Dallas Chicken - met L who was hungry so going to Subway to buy him something.  

11.50  Went up to Tesco as there was a bit of commotion.  L who we had fed earlier was causing a bit of trouble.  He walked away and we followed and had a brief talk to him and calmed him down.
1.30  Had a long conversation with two French guys. N thought he was an atheist as he felt all religions and faiths were saying more or less the same thing.  It was a good conversation.  

2.55  Came up to Dallas Chicken as had heard reports of an affray on the radio.  Just before we got there, we stopped and prayed as it was quite a fracas outside with two police cars arriving. There was a bit of a chase around the streets to catch someone and police have now got hold of him.  

3.35  We found a guy being held up by this friends.  We went over to offer help but found that mother was on her way.  Within a few minutes she arrived to shovel him in her car.
3.50 Walked back past O'Neill's where a fracas just building up 
opposite O'Neill's - we called it in to CCTV who watched it for a while and soon four police cars arrived and were dealing with it.  

Saturday   
11.30 Two girls in their 20s approached us and asked if we had a plaster as one had a blister from her shoes.  Luckily we did have a plaster!
11.45  Came in to meet up with our four guests from Purple Flag Awards. They asked us many questions and seemed interested in the Street Pastor scheme.
12.45  We saw two cars  with young men driving them, racing past round the corner towards the police station so we radioed that in.
1.45 Have just been tending to G a girl in her 20s, who is very distressed about relationship problems.  We were concerned as there was a man who was trying to give her comfort but seemed inappropriate.  She said she knew him and was happy for him to stay.  We prayed about it and now we are just watching from afar. 
1.55  Have just been with C ( a homeless man ).  We were just chatting about the Great Feast at St Peter's church being closed.  He is very disappointed that it has closed.  It is going to be a big gap for the homeless people who used to go there once a week for a meal.  We went and got him a burger and a drink which he was happy with.
2.05  Met a young lady who was very happy about what SPs do and was very supportive.  We gave her an SP card as she wanted to give money.
