Overview

Friday: It has been very busy in the town with Fresher’s Ball and students coming down from the University.  A heavy police presence has been needed as there has been a number of altercations.  We have dealt with a number of difficult situations regarding sickness and drunkenness.  We have also had plenty of very positive encounters and appreciations of the hard work we are doing. What a Team.
Saturday: weather was clear and temperature mild for the time of the year but became cold after 1am.  The night was busy from the start and the first round down the High Street, along the river and past Viper Room took nearly 2 hours.  Only one break was possible.  The high level of care demanded by the situations was extreme for most of the night and it was probably a blessing that there were three seniors in the team and the fourth member gave of himself greatly.  Alison was Amazing.  Thank you Team!  A large number of photos were taken.
Here are highlights from the various encounters we had at the weekend
Friday
10.50 Back of the Ram, Picked up a mega amount of bottles and binned them. 

11.05 Just before we went up on the bridge a group of 2 females and one male said that they needed some spiritual uplifting so we talked to them for a while and gave them some of our special lollies.

11.40 Had a conversation with a very drunk guy who said his name was M C. He said we were like the Salvation Army and was impressed with what we do.

11.45 Just helped N with his mate A, who is very drunk so we gave him a bottle of water.  We started to talk to him and he gradually started to come to especially when we started to talk football.
1.05 We have had a call to All Saints to pick up a vulnerable female and try and get some water down her.

1.45 Have spent last 20 minutes dealing with J trying to sober her up.  We found her at All Saints after the call out from CCTV.  We eventually got her a cab after she was sick on the way round but we cleaned her up.  The taxi guys outside the Viper Room were really helpful and persuaded a driver to take her and she is now in a cab on her way home. Almost at once we had another call to go to the railway station to check out a drunken situation.
1.55 At the railway station and found a great big guy sprawled out on the benches by the cabbies.  He is very drunk and fast asleep.  His friends have gone off to find his bags, apparently he is sleeping in the car park at Lidl.  There is no way we can move him and he is deeply asleep so the taxi marshals are going to keep an eye on him.  Have just handed out the first flip flops of the evening. 
2.25 Second pair of flip flops of the evening to a young French lady who was about to walk into a pile of glass but we rescued her and sent her on her way.

Saturday
00.50 Outside Hippodrome - one very, very drunk 18 year old celebrating his birthday today fortunately with family.  We gave them a space blanket and a sick bag.

01.40 Outside Kingston Tools on Eden Street we met D who has lost his wallet, his phone, his oyster card.  He is very drunk and is making his way to Kingston Station.  We held him one on either side as he staggered along to the station.  We suddenly realized that there were no trains running at this hour and suggested he spend the night at the police station where he could be kept warm and safe.
01.50 Outside Santander - we attended the other drunk male called M slumped across a bench. He was in quite a bad way and had vomit over him and was asleep.  We woke him up and got him to sit up and gave him some water and wet wipes.  His friends came and said his mother was five minutes away to collect him.
01.58 Mother came (she expressed her displeasure with her son!) and we gave her a foil blanket and sick bag to help protect her car if he was sick again. A good outcome.

02.05 A was dressed in leggings and t-shirt and had a hospital knitted cotton blanket around her and a hospital wrist band on her right arm. A seemed quite coherent and sure of herself; but the details of her story kept changing somewhat randomly, it seemed She was taken into custody by the police one or three days ago while apparently trying to jump off a bridge. She was then taken to Ealing hospital. The police helping her tonight told us they had seen her get off a bus and (because of her bizarre apparel) they had spoken to the bus driver. He reported that, at Ealing hospital she had been brought to the bus stop in a wheel chair, dressed like this. She was more or less tipped onto the bus and the wheel chair and attendant then disappeared back into Ealing hospital I  called 999 for an ambulance - was told it would be more than an hour and to call back if A condition deteriorated or changed significantly.

02.25 Still with A, waiting for an ambulance to come.  We bought her a hot drink and a Subway Panini.
03.25 An ambulance arrived in response to a dislocated knee at Kings Tun.  After much discussion and the arrival of a paramedic car, we were able to leave A in their care.
