Overviews

Friday: A very satisfying experience, with several conversations of real substance, and opportunities to make a difference. The talents of the experienced team were well-used at the right moments. Special thanks for Cathy’s faithfulness.

Saturday: The evening had been very quiet to start with.  It was quite chilly which kept people indoors.  About kick out time it was high energy activity but not aggressive expect for one incident next to the Metro Bank and the Wheelwright's pub where a single man had sprayed something in the eyes of three girls who were walking down there.  There were no CCTV cameras but they have a description of the guy and the police are looking for him.  The three girls had their eyes bathed at Pryzm and are being looked after by their medical staff.  The police have cordoned off the area.  We were called to a couple of drunks outside the Viper Room under the arches by John Lewis.  They just took some water and said they didn't need any more help.    It has been a really quiet night for us except for at the last frenzied activity and atmosphere.
     Here are more detailed highlights from the weekend

Friday

11.00  In the middle of Clarence Street we met a guy P, late 20s/early 30s, and talked to him for a long time.  He had an England flag on his back, he had been watching the football.  He wanted to talk and told us he was a Catholic until the age of 18 until his father died and broke away from it.  There followed a conversation about faith, understanding, God and Jesus, forgiveness and confession.  He is searching, looking for some kind of a bedrock in his life.  It was a great conversation to have on the streets as it went deep.  We left him with our card and encouraged him to call to talk further with any of us.  He was very open and glad of the opportunity to talk about where he was at this moment.  It was an extraordinary and valuable 25 minutes.

Gratien:  I told him not to focus on the negatives and not to base humans as a benchmark but to focus on God and on the positive and the promises of God that would enrich him and give him a lot of hope and confidence in life.  We told him we would pray for him this evening and continue to do so in the days to come. Called in to prayer pastors.

Came back and noticed a guy was standing a bit back from the bank machines but looking with a steady eye on the machines and who was using them.  We were a bit suspicious about it and called it into CCTV and they are looking at him too.  We later heard that they were sending the police to check him out.

01.05  Viper Rooms - found A, a young student who was sick, being attended to by the security staff and two police constables.  They asked us to help her.  We gave her some water and she was quite sick.  We tried to find her friends but we could not locate them.  We walked her round, but she was very unsteady. Finally the police officers called for the ambulance which arrived in about 20 minutes.  Just before it arrived, security were able to locate her friends who came out and were about to take her home.  The ambulance crew took over.

02.28 Hippodrome - We had been called by the Police, who were trying to deal with L, 28, who was quite distressed, who felt nobody cared for her or loved her.  We sat with her and she told us that she had once been sectioned and had no help and even her boyfriend didn't want to admit he loved her.  She didn't know where to go and was really in distress.  She told us that everything was finished and she was ready to harm herself or take her life. She wanted to go back to where her mum lives but the mum has a two year old child so she didn't want to disturb her. The two police had stood back throughout this conversation. We managed to convince her to go to the police station and sleep in safety until the morning.  At first she was scared she would be sectioned by the police but eventually she went off with the two officers who promised to take care of her and let her stay there till 7am and go to her mums when she wakes up. The police offers were immensely caring, compassionate and professional.

3.55  We have checked all the club areas, got back to URC. This round was incident free.  

Saturday 
11.10  Near Kingston Station - talked to a girl in her early 20s who was with her boyfriend who had just come back from Camden.  She had mixed emotions because today she found out that her sister is pregnant which is good news and today she found out her mother has ovarian cancer.   Her father has oesophageal cancer and she thinks he may not last till Christmas.  She finds comfort in prayer but doesn't know who she is praying to.  We prayed for her and her family.  She was a lovely young lady.
1.20  Howard:  Starbucks - a guy in his early 20s dressed as Ali G in a yellow jumpsuit came up to us and told us he was an evangelical.  I said I was Catholic.  He said he doesn't believe in Hail Mary's or saying half a dozen Our Fathers.  Not sure if he was trying to wind us up or not but will pray for him.
3.00  We have had a call over CCTV to attend to a paralytic young man outside John Lewis on Clarence Street.

3.30  Walking up to Wilkinsons where the place is teaming with people - high spirited but no aggression.  There is blue and white police tape by the Metro bank and the pub on the corner but not sure what is going on there.
