Leaders Overview

Friday:     A quiet start to the evening with many positive encounters then it all became very busy for us. The evening ended on a sour note with disappointing intransigence from Pryzm nightclub staff as we struggled to help a young man whose condition was deteriorating rapidly.  Only the arrival of an ambulance relieved a tricky dilemma. 

10.20  There has already been a major incident over at O'Neill's concerning drugs and the police are there in force at the moment.  

10.30  Have just had a long conversation with the door staff at O'Neill's.   They told us about the closure of the Viper Room after last weekend's major altercation but according to their manager it is going to be shut for some time or until they sort it all out. 

11.30  There have been lots of messages over the radio about altercations breaking out all over the place.  The police are involved.

11.40  Have had a number of conversations outside the Kings Tun.  One guy said that he had seen us on TV and we did a wonderful job.  A married couple were talking to us about things and he wanted to know where God was - we had quite a theological conversation with him.  Janet spoke to a number of young people going in and out of the pub.  Positive vibes from everybody.

1.30  Have just had a conversation with one of the skateboarders we met earlier outside Bentalls.  We had a discussion about faith etc and he left saying we did noble work and he was pleased to have met us which was gratifying to hear.

1.50  Have just been called to a young girl who is lying on the floor outside Pryzm. She had been sick but threw up again as we tried to sit her up. She was uncooperative but we did manage to clean her up and then help and support her into the taxi. 
2.00  McDonalds - we have just helped NJ to get onto the 65 bus.  She was very sick but we managed to clean her up and gave her some water and her friends have rallied round and got her on the bus and off home.  We have had lots of banter about what we do and were called Samaritans and angels and we have had lots of thanks.  They all waved to us as the 65 bus left.

3.30  Have just started to help a young man,19, who was sitting and swaying on the roadside wall outside Przym. Despite our best efforts we could not get him to stand and walk and he kept saying that his head hurt and his vision was blurry.  He said he had been in the nightclub and been drinking, but he did not seem drunk and had not been sick.  He felt that he had been given something that had made him feel this way.  His friends had left him and he had no real idea of how he was going to get home to Wallington.  His condition was deteriorating rapidly and he was shivering and we took him into the nightclub to warm up. We had already called an Ambulance who said that it would be a 40 minute wait.  
Almost immediately we were asked to leave as they were closing up and we were compromising their licence by being there. The door staff could clearly see that we were engaged in helping one of their clients but to no avail we had to leave.  
Meanwhile our charge was getting worse and he now had a space blanket on him and being “cuddled” by 2 of us to keep him warm.  The club had still not shut. It was disappointing to meet such obdurate attitudes in a clearly distressing situation.

4.15  Eventually the ambulance arrived and took over and were terrific in their help and understanding.  They managed to get him into the ambulance where his breathing was a bit more controlled but he was still complaining that he couldn't see. We left a SP card in his pocket and hopefully he might well get back to us.

4.25  End of final round.  Loads of lollies and loads of goodwill and hopefully one client being sorted out in hospital.
