Leaders Overview

Friday: Very quiet. Strong police presence. 

Saturday:   The night got increasingly colder, damper and mistier and so relatively unpleasant.  All Kingston centre streets were pretty busy and noisy throughout the night; the clubs were so busy that all had big queues and some had queues until quite late so that in the end people were being turned away. Our experience was that behaviour, considering the number of people there were, was on the whole quite good, although there were (three arrests made - one for drugs, another for assault & the third for damaging a car!) issues which kept the police busy  The team was great, on the ball and  staying  alert all night.  We were on the go all the time, chatting or helping, so we felt we’d done a good night's work.
Friday

10.20  Talked to the door staff at O'Neill's and already they have 170+ in there.  They have a live band and everyone is enjoying themselves.  
10.30 Good chat with a couple of Christian young ladies.
11.20  We are outside the Bentalls Centre where Kenyatta is playing and this seems to be his new pitch having been moved on from the Viper Rooms.  He says his girlfriend was assaulted last Saturday night and a drunk guy tried to steal his guitar.  That guy spent the night in the cells.  He said as he is a man of faith he didn't want to press charges and they let the gentleman go.  We praised him for his commendable compassion and Christian love.  He also mentioned that he had experienced homeless problems in the last week or so and is consulting with KCAH.  He is always a pleasure to speak to and overflowing with cheerfulness.
11.35  We have been speaking to a chap M.  He is a confirmed atheist and quite an intelligent chap and we had an entertaining and philosophical talk about whether there is a God or not.  We had a wide ranging discussion and agreed that extremism in any religion causes harm to others. 
1.00  We have just had a very interesting conversation with a chap R outside Bacchus.  He has just finished playing a gig at O'Neill's where he was playing bass guitar, piano and singing.  He also said that until recently he had been playing professional rugby league for Bulgaria, the country of his birth.  He broke his hand so had to put a hold on rugby and he is also a qualified personal training.  He wanted to know about our faith and we wished him well on all of his endeavours and carried on our way. 
3.35  We have just been round the various clubs. Due the quiet and empty streets we are calling it a night.

Saturday
At about 10pm, two police men, Dave Williams and Will Holland popped in. They said they would try to come before going on duty two out of three weekends.  This is great news and we made them very welcome.

10.55  By the river found  Eastern European couple with some English - both been drinking.  The boy friend told us the girl needed help but she kept her face away from us.   He wouldn't accept help.  He told Andy, who was brilliant with him, that he didn't want to be treated like an animal.  We decided to call back later to see how they were because it is very cold and damp.

11.50  ‘By chance’ three police turned up and we told them of our concerns; they felt they knew who they were and said they would go and check this vulnerable couple, especially the female.

12.53  Spoke to a 24 year old girl E who said she leads a naughty life (drinking alcohol, taking drugs etc); she asked if we could pray for her as she is weak and easily led.  

2.10  Very short break as called to opposite Barcadia by police who needed us to go with space blankets for an intoxicated female who is asleep on the street.   Brilliant handover by police, who were with van, available and ready to be called.  Young girl was with her boyfriend who  was drunk and had disappeared to loos where he was unwell. We learned that when she didn’t know where her boyfriend was the girl had panic attack; she suffers from these and low BP. Asked for the paramedic to come out from the club who took the girl's blood pressure and said it was so low and that it was dangerous.  The girl's friend's dad came  to pick them all up. 
3.05  Bus stop by All Saints.  Group of five girls and one guy all waiting for their taxi due in five minutes.  All seemed  pretty sensible and sober then one, J,  suddenly realised she hadn't got her bag. Fortunately we had just picked it up to take to Police station and had it visible in our hands. 

3.15  Corner of TKMaxx  A young couple in their mid 20s spoke to us.  The guy was an atheist and the girl was more open minded. They were both coherent so had an interesting conversation with them both.
