Leaders Overview

Friday: A generally quiet, cold night which featured three young women, all the worse for wear, in differing states of distress.  Great team spirit, with special thanks for hero Ray in coming out at short notice
Saturday: There are no prayer pastors tonight so after prayers and discussion we decide that the five of us would go out together.  Had a long lasting incident with a drunk/drugged girl on the first round and another long lasting incident with a man in the second.   We have been given lots of thanks and appreciation from people on the streets in light of the Paris outrage. 
Highlights

Friday

11.12  Top of Clarence Street near Wilko and we met a homeless guy called K who we hadn't seen before.  He is planning to have a night in the open air but not sure where.  He has a big haversack with him and is plodding around at the moment.  He didn’t want food or water so we wished him a good night.

11.16  Have just passed Barcadia which is all closed up and reopening later this month as Replay.  

1.00  Went into the Memorial Park beside it where there was a lad sitting on a stone.   He had two friends with him but was feeling very sick so we gave them some water.  While we were there he was extremely sick.  They are going to be there all night because they are part of large group of lads who are sleeping on the streets outside the shoe shop where there are some state of the art trainers being sold at 8am tomorrow morning.  There is a large queue forming already with sleeping bags and chairs and all quite orderly.

2.43. We got a call to come to the Hippodrome so we went straight there where there was a girl particularly who was in serious difficulty.  She was writhing on the ground completely out of control.  She had friends with her who were all medical students.  The door staff told us that they had all been taking a drug - called MDMA (ecstasy) - and all of them admitted so doing but this girl had taken it on her lips rather than just sniffing it.  She was in a seriously bad way and the others weren't very much better although they were reasonably coherent.  We had huge difficulty, we and the door staff persuading them to take her to a place of safety or to get an ambulance to take her to be seen by a doctor.  She needed rehydration, she was taking a little bit of water but wasn't getting any better and we were told this drug takes an hour or two even to begin to wear off.  All of them had been taking this stuff.  It took a lot of persuasion before they managed to find a taxi man willing to take them and they have all gone off together. We insisted as firmly as we could that she was taken to the hospital there rather than just be taken back to her home. Most of them simply wanted to get home and take her with them.  It was not a very satisfactory arrangement so we have come away back to URC for a short break.  We feel the matter was not resolved in the best possible way.  We have spent a short while in prayer for this girl's safety and wisdom of the group to do the right thing by her.

3.25 Out for final round and immediately we are over the road to deal with a girl who has fallen over and has been picked up by her friends.  She is a bit inebriated and gave her some water.  Her friends will make sure she gets home safely.

Saturday
10.05 There are no prayer pastors tonight so after prayers and discussion we decide that the five of us would go out together.  We have just been to the police station and had a handover from them.  
11.10 We have been called to an intoxicated woman outside Pryzm so we are on our way there.

Teresa:  When we got to Pryzm, one of the women security staff stayed with us for a while as we dealt with a 19 year old La who may have taken drugs who said her friends were still inside.  She was quite unsteady on her feet, incoherent and not very compliant.  She managed to facetime her friends and Teresa managed to ask over the phone if her friend would come out and get her.  The girl is 19 and he is a friend. Eventually Lu did come out and asked what was the matter?  He took her off even though she was a bit unsteady on her feet only for us to discover that he had joined the queue to try to get back into the club.  It was pretty obvious that they would not be let in.  Eventually they moved off.
12.05  Teresa:  Further down Eden Street by the back of BHS we actually bumped into La and her friend Lu. He had also arranged for someone to come and pick them up.  La looked more sober but is still pretty drunk.

2.45  For a long time we have been with T, about 30, who seems to be a rugby player who was very drunk outside Pryzm.  Eventually we frog marched him to the police station where we left him on the bench and stayed with him for a while.  The police kindly gave him a black coffee.  

A young girl came up to us and asked "what are we meant to do after Paris, it is so worrying and is so close to home?"  Sue said you just have to carry on and keep going out.

2.50 This will be our final round as it has been an exhausting and as we don't have prayer pastor’s support we think it would be a good time to finish now.

Sally:  We have been approached twice in the last few minutes by people saying how much they appreciate what we do.  This chap said he had been coming to Kingston for about eight years and he really appreciates what we do.   It is nice to get that sort of feedback.
