Friday:  
11.15  O'Neill's – they didn't know about the Safe and Sound or the call sign.   Went round to Everyday Church to see the team there.  Interestingly the ambulance people had no idea who we were.  Met S a lovely young lad who is working as security guard around the market place stalls for 50 consecutive nights and had a chat with him.
1.10  Hippodrome - found an 18 year old guy lying semi-conscious on the floor outside the club and covered in vomit.  He had been found in the ladies' toilets. His condition worsened so we used the Safe and Sound ambulance.   
2.10  Called to O'Neill's where one of the door staff had tried to break up a fight and had fallen and hit his head on the pavement sustaining a head injury.  He couldn't remember what had happened. We assessed him, bandaged up his head injury.  We walked him to Safe and Sound where they took him to hospital. We went back to O'Neill's to tell the door manager and she was very grateful.  The police have arrested the guys who were fighting. 
We spoke to a lady age 24 who we supported five years ago. She was talking about how she wants to find more about faith.  She believes there is more to life than this.  We spoke to her about Christianity, gave her one of our cards and suggested she finds a church 

3.10  Met by seven police officers  dealing with D, a young man, who Mel had dealt with last week.  Tonight is on his own, very distressed and very drunk.  His mother took her own life when he was 12.  He is now 22 and has been in and out of prison, is currently on bail and has a curfew order. He was hitting his head against the wall. The police felt they couldn't arrest him as he had done nothing wrong.  One of the staff at the Safe and Sound offered to take him to Casualty which he refused.  Eventually he agreed to come up to the Safe and Sound.  He asked for a cigarette and Zainab happened to have one so he walked with her to the Safe and Sound.  He stood outside talking to two volunteers about Jesus. Pray for him.
4.10  We have come back to URC and have left him as we felt there was nothing more we could do.  We were all a bit worried and have shed tears as he is so vulnerable.  We did phone into the prayer pastors who were praying throughout.
Saturday

10.45  When we visited Safe and Sound, Dr Fiona Moore, the Chief Executive of London Ambulance, was there. It was the first visit she had made to them. She asked why we went out and we told her we were acting in faith in Jesus  and were out here in response to his love for us. We gave her an SP card.

1.35  Meryn radioed in that a girl in her 20s was trashing bicycles outside SpecSavers in Eden Street.  The police were on the scene within about 30 seconds.  
1.45  Barcadia/Replay - we found a male in his 20s who was sitting on the wall and holding his head in his hands.  He was dressed in a black and white striped banana suit.  He accepted our help to walk him to the bus station.
2.15  Pizza Hut - we saw two guys with a girl who looked very upset and so we asked her if she was alright and she was just crying.  The guys with her said she was fine.  We concentrated on her and asked her if she wanted us to stay with her which she did.   It turned out the boyfriend had been chatting up another girl which upset his girlfriend.  We walked them to the 281 bus stop.  The girl looked calmer.
3.55  Wilkinsons - called to a very drunk male in his 20s.
