Leaders Overview
It has been a very, very quiet and really chilly night but we have had some amazing conversations with some beautiful people.  The team has been brilliant.  

Highlights

10.30  Out on round and just checked in at O'Neill's with the lovely doorman who fell and was concussed in December before Christmas.   He had no recollection of Tracey but once we explained he was very grateful.  He has made a full recovery except having no memory of that night whatsoever.

11.00  Extremely few on the streets.  We spoke to Kenyatta the Rastafarian musician, and had a little dance.  We spoke to the door man at Viper Rooms and gave regular homeless lady C a bottle of water in the Monsoon doorway.

11.45  Back into URC. We gave out lots of lollipops on this round to passers by asking for them.

1.00  Down by the Library and they have 52 people in - it is a miracle!

1.41  Outside Bentalls with our busker friend and talking to a young man called C who is 19.  He appeared to have been out with other friends who would be out of the club soon.  He asked for a light and was a really funny guy and we left him dancing with Kenyatta.

At the same place we spoke to S, street homeless who we have met lots of times.  We gave him a hug.  He had not had a drink for a month but had one today and was really disappointed with himself.  He was with his older friend, 50’s, who was initially a bit aggressive towards Peter about the fact that we collect and bin the alcohol bottles.  He was fine and walked away in the end so no problems.

1.55  Cornerstone - spoke to a young man who said he is a quarter Jamaican, therefore felt he should be able to handle his drink, and was literally hanging over the railings at Cornerstone but his friend was with him and put his arm round him and helped him off after a bottle of water.

2.20  Pryzm - had a lovely conversation with a 19 year old guy, who was on the streets for two years but is now living with his auntie. He has Aspergers and told us his story.  He kept getting quite tearful as he spoke to us but we had lots of hugs with him and he told us we were fantastic.  What a great story!
2.25  Wilkinson's - called into CCTV about a large group of youths, all in their late teens, bantering with a lone guy, who were getting quite verbal but they have dispersed now.

2.45  Have given out flip flops to a lady wearing crazy heels who is with her ex-boyfriend. She and her group are on their way back home.
2.48  Back into URC.  It is really cold now.   We gave out lots of lollipops.

3.15  Outside the Hippodrome and Tracey saw a man who used to be in her youth group who came over to give her a hug.  He is going into the Navy in June and currently has a fulltime job. We keep seeing him and it is great that he is able to engage with us as his home life has been a challenge.

3.40  Going home a little bit early as the streets are quiet and empty.
