Leaders Overview
Friday: Sue ‘ It was pretty cold! A fairly stable night, in that we were consistently with people to talk to and connect with but no major confrontations nor long waits for ambulances in the cold! Lots of prayer requests back to the team in URC , which made us feel well supported. A good night out, with good team members’ 

Saturday: Elaine ‘:   It was cold, drizzly and finally snowed!  Chatted to lots of people who appreciate what we do.  No incidents which needed our attendance.’ 

Highlights

Friday
11.15  We saw M, a Polish girl in her mid 20s, and her boyfriend who both live in a squat. She accepted some gloves after some persuasion.  Her boyfriend refused a hat but both gave us hugs and we have gone on our way.

11.35  Called back to Kings Tun to help with A who was unconscious. We decided to call an ambulance and they responded really fast.  Before the ambulance came, A was vomiting and we kept him on his side.  He has been bundled into the ambulance. We had previously phoned for prayer support for this incident.

1.00  For the past 30 minutes we have been walking the area including All Saints Church which was very quiet.  We spoke to Kenyatta who is playing his music.   We also spoke to C and O who is Polish who is in his 30s and is squatting with some other Polish people.  C told us about his broken wrist and how he did it in a fight and was prevented from being violent to the person who had hurt him.  We were very glad about that and prayed for his wrist.  We offered him some gloves but the only ones we had were women's mittens so we went back to church to get him another pair which he was pleased about.  

1.40  Have just given some gloves to A who is a homeless 69 year old man who is on his way by bus to sleep at Heathrow.   He was really happy to get the gloves.

2.05  We have just walked with S who is a wheelchair user with a sensor dog, she had been helping with a youth group and then came up to Kingston ( not with the youth group)  and didn't know which Travel Lodge she was in so we found the right one.

3.20  Just finished dealing with a girl H in her late teens who was passed out by the Metro Bank.  We managed to pick her up and take into the Bank where she revived enough for us to get her and her friends into a cab.  
Saturday

11.20  We are opposite the station and are picking up bottles.  Met a very tall Polish guy who have not seen for ages.  He is keeping OK and had his headphones on listening to music.  

11.50  Went to Bacchus and saw two guys outside having a cigarette and chatted to them.  They wanted to know why we were SPs and we said we were helping to keep Kingston safe.  
They told us that they thought Pryzm had quite a reputation for groping when dancing so people couldn't dance in peace so they were trying Bacchus. On the way back to base we saw two girls in a doorway.  One was being sick so we offered some wet wipes and tissues and she took a bottle of water as well.  

1.25  Outside the Rotunda and watching the front of Tesco being cordoned off with blue and white police tape and four police officers attending with a police officer with a camera.  The taxi man by the station didn't know what had gone on but the pedestrian crossing is out of action.  
1.40  We saw a young lady sitting on her own by the bus stop by McDonalds.  We went over. She was very compos mentis and smiled her thanks at us.  As we walked away a young man at a bus stop said 'what about me?' so we offered him some lollipops which he refused as bad for his teeth.  We chatted away with him, a guy in his early 30s, who said that a girl in the flats where he lived had benefited from SPs and we were doing a great job and he was very appreciative.

2.50  We helped a young lady on her own in Clarence Street on her way to the Bentalls bus stops by giving her a pair of gloves.  She was moved to tears by this. 
We also saw a police car and stopped and chatted to them.  They told us that the incident outside Tesco was GBH where someone was aggressive and drunk.  He hit another guy on the back of the head and when the guy fell to the ground he kicked him
3.40  Back into URC as it is snowing heavily.  We have given out plenty of lollipops on this round.
