Friday Team leader:  Tracey was unwell but agreed to go out until 2am.  The weather was wet and it was a quiet night in Kingston.  The team did meet several groups who were very positive in their reaction to Street Pastors and to the lollipops!  Thanks to all the team for their commitment.

Highlights
Friday
10.35 Down by the river outside the Minimar Yatch Club and the orange lifebuoy rope is strewn along the walk way.  The protector is completely snapped in half.  We have wound the rope back up after a fashion and put it back inside.  It is very broken and we need to send an email to the appropriate body to let them know.  All of the lifebuoy cases are broken I think there were 3 in total, one by the Ram and another at the bottom of Kingston Bridge steps by Viper rooms.

10.55 Outside Woodies and have just spoken to a lovely couple in their early 20s.  They are here from Devon and said they were blessed to meet us and what a wonderful thing we were doing.

11.20 Have just spent about 20 minutes down by the river at the back of John Lewis talking to three separate groups of youth, all around 18/20 and different races.  Met some round the back of Essence and then by the ‘Jacuzzi’ and some by the old Slug and Lettuce.  Had some lovely conversations and gave out some lollipops.

12.20 Called by CCTV and by Viper Rooms to go and see a young girl rejected by the club.  She had tried three times to get into the club but rejected as she was so drunk and had failed the breathalyser.  She is very upset by this.  We found her just outside Gap.  She was in her 20s. She was with her boyfriend. They were lovely kids but were drunk and were upset, embarrassed and offended that they had been turned away.  We spent some time with them; they already had water and food.  We suggested they didn't try to go back to the night club.  We called into CCTV to let them know that all was well. 


1.00 Back out and we are doing just one more round until 2am as Tracey is suffering from a really bad cold and sinus problems.  We are going over to the Hippodrome.

1.45  Going back in as Tracey is feeling very unwell and it is pouring with rain.   We have just walked round by the Market Place.  It is generally very quiet and not many people around.
