Leaders Summary
Friday: Mark ‘We had a great team tonight.  We have all worked very well together and each member played their part.  Although we heard of and witnessed several violent incidents we were not directly involved with resolving them.  We had lots of good conversations with people who needed our care.’

Saturday: Graham ‘It was a raw, cold night, with unceasing light rain.  A stuttering, unsatisfactory start, and the need for Tony to return home unwell made for an unsettled evening, but all the team responded with initiative and cheerfulness. A surprising number of people sleeping outside.’ 

Highlights
Friday
10.45  We have seen J who wears a camouflage jacket and always asks for food and drink.  We gave him a packet of sandwiches and a bottle of water.
11.50  Outside the old Gala Bingo hall and having a chat with B a homeless guy with a heartbreaking story.  He used to be in the Royal Marine Commandos and what he saw in active service has left him with post traumatic stress disorder.  He has been homeless for the last five years. He asked if we could help him get permanent accommodation via an organization called Streetwise and if we could bring him a sleeping bag and a cup of tea.
12.10  Brenda:  We have just had a chat with a homeless gentleman M. by the Rotunda.  He is trying to establish himself in Kingston but is getting very frustrated because he can't find out basics like where to get food and where to get a shower.  We offered to help him as much as we can.  We are going to bring him a sleeping bag. He was also in hospital a couple of days ago as he was assaulted when he was sleeping on the Cambridge Estate.
2.20  We have just spent about 40 minutes outside Pryzm with a young lady K who was quite drunk but also in a state of panic because she thought that her friends had left her.  A friend came out of Pryzm to stay with her. By now she was having a proper panic attack. The friend managed to contact her sister who came to collect her.
3.20  Bacchus - had a lovely conversation with a young lady who was very complimentary about the services SPs provide.  She has been very grateful for our help in Leeds and in Kingston.  She said that she keeps all our wristbands on her wall. We gave her a couple of Kingston ones for her collection and wished her goodnight.  
Saturday
Long before 10.pm, Luke had found a pair sleeping rough who were turned away from the night shelter because he had not made any prior arrangement with KCAH*.  We got sleeping bags for them and took them out to them before the evening officially started. 
*This February there is a new idea being trialled - the entrenched homeless are being encouraged to use the Night Shelters but they have to be registered first with KCAH and only 8 people per night are catered for. 
10.52  Have just come past Wilko and Pryzm and have met a couple of homeless guys.  One is R who is Polish and we think may have a bed for tonight and then M who is sitting with his sleeping bag outside Pryzm.  We had a long talk with him. We have given him our SP card with helpful numbers on it.  
11.00  We have stopped just outside Tesco by the station and met S and B, both homeless.  B tells us that three weeks ago he woke up to find his girlfriend dead beside him. They have plenty of food and drink.

11.14  Luke:  Have just been near the Rotunda and spoken to our two homeless men and have spent time with S.  They both say they believe in God and accepted prayer.  S had a crucifix on and said he had had some kind of religious upbringing.  We prayed for B, for constant strength for him in these very difficult days.  

1.20  Outside Chicoland and chatted to a lady called G who is 30ish and tells us that she is three months pregnant and sleeping on the streets.  She had been beaten up by her boyfriend who has said he has no interest in looking after the baby.  She can't get anywhere to stay so we suggested KCAH.  She did accept prayer from us and we bought her chicken and chips.  She was thankful for that.

1.25  Union Street, and have just passed an old man with a big beard called K  He says he has a tent somewhere to sleep in.  He is very vague and very drunk but said he didn't need any food. He was complaining about his boots which have finally given up.  We will see if we have any at the church.  

1.45  We returned to G outside Chicoland.  She is very wet and seems to be pregnant and certainly has mental health issues.   The Everyday Church are going to refer her to KCAH in the hope that something can be done.
2.45 We found a guy in his early 20s who is a little bit drunk, and no friends, distressed, who has to get back to Epsom. We have given him a space blanket as he only has a t-shirt on.  We accompanied him to a cash machine, where he drew enough money for a taxi.
