Saturday:  The team were amazing in their intuitive, gentle and concerned approach to many people we met. It was a good and worthwhile duty, and thanks to Sue for coming out at midnight for 2 hours; Well done team and prayer pastors who were so supportive.  Also a big welcome to our newest prayer pastor, David.
Highlights
Friday
11.05  Have met up with P outside Starbucks, she is a middle aged woman who has a lot of bags with her.  She seems quite cheerful and coherent but in need of a cup of coffee which she had with us.  She just wanted some company really. 
Second round was delayed.  We did attempt to go out but it seemed that the toilet alarm had gone off.  We reset the alarm and realised there was some cigarette smoke in the disabled toilet.  The police have cleared the building so we are happy to go out.
3.15  We have been walking around Kingston and having conversations with various people.  Everywhere is quiet with the biggest crowd of the night outside Dallas Chicken.
3.40 There was a small incident when someone wanted to steal the SP caps.  It was a little bit scary because he looked like he was going to punch somebody.

Saturday
00:40  Outside Pizza Hut we met regular homeless C who seems to be spending two nights a week at the YMCA.  He said he was in reasonable good health.
01:00 Sue:  A guy wanted to tell me about his granddad who died two years ago and was a member of the church.  I think he wanted us to know that he had some kind of faith.
01:10  Alison: I spoke to a homeless Lithuanian man, who we have seen around for some time.  He told us he is heading back to Lithuania and we wished him a safe journey home.  
01:10  Call from Pryzm for us to assist. We found a young woman in her 20s who needed  water, wet wipes and a sick-bag.  Her boyfriend came out to take her home in a taxi. 
01:25 We spoke to T in his late teens, who is studying at Surrey University. He seemed very depressed as his parents are getting a divorce. He needs prayer.  
02:25  While still in URC we received a call from T.  He asked us to go and meet him outside Wilkinsons where there were a group of people who needed us. A little bizarre but we intend to go there and find out.
03:55  Alison:  Just spoke to A who is 25.  He is sitting outside the Parish Church on the corner of Clarence Street opposite John Lewis.  He said he had just been diagnosed with lymph node cancer and had just four weeks to live and he was just living each minute.  I chatted with him and asked if he wanted me to pray with him.  He said no but did say God bless and thanked me for speaking to him.  He was very sad and I was thankful that I had stopped and spoken to him even though there could be no positive outcome to it.
