Leaders Summary
Friday: Overall it was a peaceful night as far as SPs were concerned. Good conversations and especially with several homeless people. It was good to have some warm winter accessories to hand out during the night.
Saturday: It has been a very busy evening on a very cold night. We had one difficult incident to deal with which needed all the skills of an excellent team. We had lots of positive and uplifting conversations.
Highlights
Friday
10.45  We are now outside Dallas Chicken and have been giving S, a homeless man in his 40s, a drink of coke to go with the chicken he has bought. We also gave him gloves and socks for which he was very grateful. 

11.05 By the river Sue was talking to a young girl of 14 called L who had just taken LSD for the first time. She has depression so she was glad to feel happy. We chatted about her family situation and she let me say a simple prayer for her.

11.50  Outside Wagamama. Carole: Have just spoken to G, a female aged about 26. She and her boyfriend have found a chap on the street who is very drunk. They are staying alongside him making sure he is well enough to get home. From time to time we find that members of the public are very kind like this.
12.55  Have just been to the Everyday Church and have walked round to the Memorial Garden to say hello to John Trend and Zainab at the Sleep Easy. It all looks well organized but don't expect they will get very much sleep as it is quite noisy. 

1.45  Chris: We have just met M outside Pryzm with C. M has been sleeping on the streets for the past two and a half years. He has two children in this area who he sees occasionally but he is not sure if they know who he is. An altercation with the two then broke out after we agreed to give M a sleeping bag with C saying he already had one and shouldn't have another. We should look out for C as he can get quite abusive.

1.55  Sue: I have just fallen on the road and hurt myself a little bit so not sure if we are going out for a third round.  I will decide after we have had a break.

2.10  Sue: In view of having that slight tumble in the road I have decided to call it a day and we are signing off now.
Saturday 

12.00 Kings Tun - we have been called to a girl sitting on the floor in the alley. Two strangers had found her in the loo in the Kings Tun. The staff insisted she be put her in the alleyway. Not very helpful particularly as this alleyway is horrible. One of the girls called her sister so we are here waiting for her to arrive. We have wrapped her in a blanket but she is not being very responsive. Gina and Elaine are looking after her and keeping her warm as she is lolling on the ground. We have called this difficult situation into the prayer pastors.

12.15 Have just got J into her sister's car. There was a bit of a confrontation as her friends suddenly came from everywhere but we managed to get her into the car with her being looked after. 

1.15  Bill is leaving now to drive back to Crawley and we hope he has enjoyed the evening.
2.15 We have spent a lot of time speaking to L who is sitting on the floor outside the Kings Tun. He is quite cheerful and we had quite a long chat. There is certainly more to this young man than he lets on. 
3.44 Pryzm seems to have finished escorting people out. We were approached by a whole group of girls and have given out flip flops and lollipops. They in turn brought a whole crowd of boys to us and we have been talking about what we do. They have been asking us if we get paid etc. We managed to give out some SP cards. It was a very positive encounter with a whole group of youngsters who had had a good evening together.
