The town was so quiet but it was a lovely evening again and it was so good to spend time with the visitors from Kingston Health Watch who found it really interesting.  So glad that they were so blessed by the night and want to come out again as they only could stay 2 hours.’
Highlights

Friday
10.30  Walked past the Ram and down by the river and saw a street homeless guy whose name we cannot remember, an English guy who has been at the Night Shelter but he managed to get a few nights on a river boat with a couple of his mates.  They were looking for wood to warm up the boat. We walked up the ramp to Viper Rooms where Peter, Steve and Amy went inside to look at the First Aid/sick room.  

Walked on and spoke to Kenyatta who was dancing and had lots of hugs with him.  He says we give him strength and Tracey reminded him that his strength comes from the Lord and he was grateful.   

11.00  Went down to the back of KCAH but there was nobody there but we did see an empty sleeping bag and pillow so we think someone will be returning later.  The lighting has been sorted out down there so they come on which is brilliant.

11.10  Went over to Tesco and spoke to another street homeless guy that Steve had spoken to earlier.  He had had a broken right arm which happened when he fell over about two weeks ago.  He was really nice and was grateful to the SP lady last week who spoke to him.  She said she was a chaplain at Downs Prison so it could be Carole.  He will go for a lunch at the cafe that Steve was advertising tonight.

11.20  Crossed over to see L, street homeless, outside the newsagents.  It was good to see him and sat down with him for a while and had a hug.  He said that he is using a gram of heroin a day now and is in a bit of a state. He was pleased to see us.  Steve gave him a card for the cafe on Wednesday as well.

There was a very, very drunk young lady in her mid 20s.  She was very aggressive and taking food from the homeless guys. Her friends were quite embarrassed by her behaviour and she got more and more aggressive so we called it into CCTV and they were watching her.  We found out later on that they had sent police officers to deal with her.

12.20  Back into URC.   Steve and Amy our visitors have now gone but they were simply bowled over by what we do and they are going to come back. 

1.30  Spoke again to door staff at the Viper Rooms and they continue to be busy and have turned a lot of people away tonight, lots of groups of young men.

2.30  We have been called out of our break to go to the Viper Rooms. 
3.20  Have just come out of the Viper Rooms having dealt with a young lady A, 20 and extremely drunk but managed to find her friends who were still in the club by calling on Tracey's phone.  They came to the sick room where she was and the medic called a cab from the sick room and they took the back way out of the club.  We assisted as best we could.
