Leaders Summary
Friday: Kept busy with constant stream of conversation opportunities and then a call from Hippodrome about an intoxicated woman who, although very vulnerable, rejected any help and walked off, so regrettably no satisfactory resolution. She found our concern, and that of the club staff, far too 'weird 'and 'spooky'.   Great street and prayer teams. Appreciated presence of a good number of police on foot as well as in vehicles.
Saturday: The team worked well together with all members taking equal shares of good interactions with the public. We witnessed answers to prayers phoned through to the Prayer Pastors on two significant occasions.  The weather was clear and the temperature in the brisk north easterly wind was cold!  
Highlights

Friday
11.30  For the last 30 minutes we walked along the river with J, a man with mental health problems who Teresa has seen around in the day.  He said he lives with eight other people in Hampton, probably in sheltered housing.  He seems to have missed his meal and so have been to Samir's and bought him hot food.     
11.45  Met a lady in her 30s called E. We walked her home to her flat as she was nervous about walking by the river.  She said she was a Catholic and we talked about the local churches – lucky we had Chris with local Catholic info. She seemed a little bit lost in the sense that she doesn't know what to do with her life. She was very appreciative of both our company and our escorting her to her flat’s entrance.  
12.20  Back in for a break and on the way we saw two police officers and mentioned homeless lady P. They do know about her and they are in contact with Social Services and do realise how vulnerable she is.
1.00 Sharon:  Spoke to B the homeless guy for a while.  He was upset because his partner had died.  He said that the other homeless guy that Teresa was talking too was being a really good friend to him and he didn't know what he would have done without him. He was saying great things about Street Pastor Andy which was lovely. During these conversations two girls came along and were swearing and blaspheming at us which wasn't very pleasant. One was early 20s girl teams have seen and heard several times recently. NB We saw her again when she revealed ‘God took away my dad’ which could explain her attitude to us. 
1.50  We were called to the Hippodrome where door staff said there was a woman in her 40s who was really drunk. They wanted her to leave the premises but felt she was too drunk and wobbly and therefore vulnerable to be on her own.  She had said she didn't want to go home as had fallen out with her husband.  With encouragement she said she wanted to talk so we spoke to her for a while. She found it difficult to grasp that anyone wanted to help. Nor could she accept the fact that the door staff had an obligation to make sure she was alright.   Eventually she decided she didn't want to stay in the room and the staff had to let her go.  
2.35  Premier Inn - found two women police officers with the woman who is out for the count and they were looking after her.  They were really pleased we gave them water, gloves and wet wipes and lollipops.
3.50  Most people are out of the clubs. The last 45 minutes have been our quietest all night.  

Saturday
11.00  We had a long listening conversation with a male 60s, let us call him ‘Alan’, who seemed to be quite eccentric or with mental health issues. He was pulling a suitcase-on-wheels.  He said he lives in a caravan and has a shed and just wants to be left alone but the council keep moving him on and demolishing his shed.  
00.40  We spoke to A, a homeless male, who was very cold and asked for water, sleeping bag and some food.  We went back to KURC and got him a sleeping bag and a t-shirt and gloves.  We bought him some chips.
01.45  Sally:  We have just been outside Kingston station dealing with a girl called E who was in a bit of a state as she was alone and needed to get back to Sutton. Reported back to our Prayer Pastor. She went off to speak to Hami in the taxi kiosk who organised for her to get in a minicab whose driver was happy to take her.  We reported back to the Prayer Pastors who were pleased that our prayers had been answered.  
02.00  Outside Kingston Station - we spoke to R, who was up for an argument about Christians and other religious people proselytising on the streets.  We talked very gently and quietly to him and told him what we were doing as SPs, that we were out to help people.  Meryn read him something he had written that very morning about Christianity and Humanism and he was impressed by that.  We parted on good terms.
