Highlights
10.30 Have just encountered our busker friend Rasta Kenyatta, who was on his way to his 'office'.  It is his birthday tomorrow and people were talking to him about celebrations.  10.38 Stopped by a girl who hoped we had a good night.  Her mum was a police officer who commends the SPs for all the work we do.
11.05 Up to Viper Rooms and called into CCTV that there was lots of glass smashed by John Lewis.  They are keeping a close look on the group we saw earlier down there.   Had a good conversation with the staff of Viper Rooms.   They are very cheerful and upbeat. They spoke highly of Tracey and what a good ambassador she was.  
11.15 Kings Tun and Phil has just met up with his daughter and her friend who were in there.  They took photos and it was an uplifting moment for Phil and for his daughter. We have moved on and have met up with regular homeless L and his mate and a few others, and are getting hot drinks for them as it is very cold. We also met homeless woman P and D and are getting a hot drink for them as well. 
11.35 Have just had a conversation with a girl outside the Kings Tun who asked us if we could help her get into Pryzm mainly because her ID made her look so young.  We managed to placate her and she has moved to Kings Tun where it is warmer and she can get in there anyway.  We have moved on to give homeless P her hot drinks and saw a guy outside Dallas Chicken sitting on the floor and we have given him water and lollipops. 
11.40 Just given out our first pair of flip flops to a girl who went down Clarence Street shouting 'Flip flops the SP are here, Hooray!'  It was really uplifting to see her happy.
1.05 Just been called to an altercation by John Lewis down Wood Street where somebody has been in a real fight and is very bloody.  We think we saw the perpetrators legging it up to John Lewis and we have called it into CCTV.  We have been helping to clean and placate the hurt guy. The ambulance has come and the police are here.  It was a serious and unpleasant situation which hopefully the police have got the perpetrators. It is here we must commend the help of a young woman who initially helped him out, getting blood all over her blouse, and then disappearing before we could acknowledge her efforts. 
1.25 Have just given a sleeping bag and other bits and pieces to M who is sitting outside Wilkinsons.  He seems an educated, well mannered man and very pleased with all the stuff we have given.  We left him enjoying the biscuits we gave him.
1.45 At the railway station where we helped a young girl who has been dumped by her boyfriend and is in tears.  We took her to the taxi rank where we saw her into the cab and she is on her way back to Reading - a successful outcome but a rotten boyfriend.
2.00   Have just had a conversation with A and his mate who have been refused entrance to Pryzm. One is really drunk and the other sober.  They talked to us about faith and the churches we represent.  It was a good conversation. We hope it bucked their evening up. 
3.15 We have come down to the end of Fife Road where there is a whole group of youngsters there.  We have cleaned somebody up and they are looking after a young man.  Gave out more chocolate bars and lollies.
3.30 Outside the Kings Tun having a long conversation with L again.  He is not drunk nor drugged up and is quite lucid.   It is very busy around this area.  It is closing time at Pryzm and there is a heavy police presence around here.
