Highlights
Friday

9.40  Police briefing from Sergeant Will who came to URC.  He has 12 officers on tonight and told us the main area of concern was potential grooming of youngsters by older predators and perhaps luring them into hotel rooms.  A police operation has been on the go for several months called Operation Make Safe.  We were to look out specifically for vulnerable children.  When he left we had a session of prayer

10.20  Outside the Druid's Head - had a good conversation with a lady Z who explained she had been brought up as a Catholic but had now renounced her faith.  We had a frank discussion on what our views were including controversial subjects such as the virgin birth and homosexuality.  She appreciated our openness and honesty. Also the Muslin door man joined in.  We agreed to respect each others views and parted as friends.

10.50 We had an interesting and interactive discussion with W and A who had with them a couple of Muslim lads who were hairdressers.  

11.35  We passed the Kings Tun and saw L who was also with a couple of other guys who were a bit the worse for wear, one in particular who had recently been in a fight and his hand was cut and swollen which he got from punching someone in the face.  We gave him wet wipes to help stop the bleeding.  He saw us going to throw away the contents of a vodka bottle down the drain but he asked to use it on his wound which stung quite a lot!

On the way back to URC we saw a fight brewing outside the Pizza Hut between two guys.  It looked like three at the time but the third chap was trying to break it up.  While we were observing this, the homeless chap S asked Carole if she would pray for a safe resolution and she kindly obliged.   

2.10  Just as the altercation broke up and the protagonist moved away, the police arrived. 

3.20  For the last 10 minutes also outside the Hippodrome with a guy who had collapsed on the floor unconscious having been hit very hard in the face.  There is blood streaming from nose and mouth.  He has been put in the recovery position by concerned bystanders.   

Saturday

11.10  Walking along by the river near the back of the Ram and had a long conversation with a man who says he is staying in a caravan in the grounds of a college.  He knows a lot about the bible and was talking about technology and so on.  He seems a bright man but a little bit confused.

11.20  Have just been outside the Viper Rooms and chatted briefly to the door men there and then we moved on to the taxi and chatted to the Iranian who has become a Christian.  Had a long chat with him about his church and Iran.  Luke gave him the email address of a man who runs a Muslin support group.

12.50  We have just spent about half an hour with a drunk guy outside the Hippodrome.  He had drunk a lot of Jack Daniels.  Immediately we saw him we called an ambulance.  We waited for the paramedic who came quite quickly but the ambulance took quite a while.   The paramedic who came within 10 minutes and checked his vital signs and then the ambulance came about half an hour later.  There was also another guy there who was in quite a state.  The door man thanked us and the ambulance driver so it was resolved in a good way.

2.00  Have just chatted to two homeless people outside Kings Tun and they are just wandering off to find somewhere to sleep.  They have been sleeping behind a car park.  They wanted to know where to get some food to eat during the week and Sue told them about the free lunches on Wednesdays at the Kingston Quaker Meeting House.
3.15  Have met a girl in her early 20s who was bare foot and gave her a pair of flip flops.
