Highlights
Friday

11.00  Acorn - we ran into a female in her late 30s smelling very strongly of alcohol and quite agitated and has taken off her high heels and gone to hit a driver of a bus who refused to open the doors and let her on in what is a very busy congested zone with a narrowing of the streets.  She was obviously hoping to get on the bus without the trouble of walking round to the bus stop.  We are now trying to ease the situation by taking her to a proper bus stop.
11.20  Now by Kings Tun and the lady who is called C who is a bit drunk.  The scary thing is if a girl with high heels decides to take them off and could use them as weapons.  I think the police would come down hard on that.
11.25  We have just got C on the bus to go home to Thames Ditton.  She was very upset and confused.  She told us she had bipolar and she was having a lot of abnormal thoughts about being attacked on the way home.  We waited with her at the bus stop and make sure she got on a bus going to where she lived.  She did let us pray for her before she got on the bus and we have asked the prayer pastors to pray for her safe travel home.

11.30  We are outside LK Bennett where busker Kenyatta is keeping everyone happy and peaceful tonight.  Everyone here is starting to dance!

12.35  We have now been helping out with three rough sleepers who have been outside Dallas Chicken.  We went to get them some coffee at Subway and Mel discovered that the guy on the door who she had a good chat with is a Christian who prays for people coming in to the Subway at night which is a lovely thing to do.  

Mel:  The guy on the door of Subway is called Marshall and he prays for everyone who comes in which is amazing.  

1.10  We took the coffees back to the three guys but stopped to give one to another rough sleeper outside the Kings Tun so the guys at Dallas Chicken had to share their coffees.  

1.50  Have been spending time at the Centre with S who we saw take a slug of brandy and then a slug of coke and kept taking from each bottle and we knew it wasn't going to end too well.  So half an hour later we have now come back and S is completely out of it and collapsed on the ground.  We have helped him up and he is still talking and being quite cheerful.  We have put a space blanket around him to keep the heat in.  We are now going to pop in and have our break and will check on him afterwards. 

We have been back to the Bentall Centre and saw the space blanket we put around S had been thrown away.  We looked around for him and find him slumped nearby.  We have got him talking and given him water and helped stop his trousers falling down.
3.00  Now outside Foxton's and Elizabeth and Mel are having a deep conversation with three young men in their mid 20s.  The conversation is about religious points of view questioning the validity of Christianity and God.  Elizabeth is a minister so is well placed to hold the conversation.  Everyone is smiling and they are finishing up.  Going towards the station.

3.30   All clubs are closed.  We have been at Pryzm and everything is under control and nothing coming through on the radio.  We went over to the Hippodrome past kebab shop which is doing a roaring trade.  Police on almost every corner, in cars and on the streets.  We have now called an end to the evening.
