Friday An excellent night with many positive conversations, much appreciation shown, help and prayer given. Shame the weather wasn’t warmer but at least it was dry. Street Pastors in good form.






        Highlights
Friday
10.50  Have been outside the Mill for about 30 minutes chatting to E and C.  E said he was gay and asked how did we feel about it.  We had a long very positive conversation and they were thrilled with having SPs around.  We gave the SP wristbands and lollipops and they were thrilled with those.  We had photos taken and lots of hugs.  Both in mid 20s and C was training to be a teacher and he worked for the council.

11.20  Spoke to a guy in his late 20s/early 30s who was in a bible study and we spoke of spiritual things.  We had a conversation about joining a church.  We gave him a lollies and a SP wristband. We told him about churches in his area.
We saw homeless L outside the shop by the Kings Tun.  He asked for a bottle of water.  He seemed very lucid.  One of his mates came up who was very sweaty who asked could we go over to Tesco by the station to see his friend S who is worse for wear.  S apparently has an abscess on his thigh through injecting but won't go to A&E or to the URC to have a shower and get cleaned up.  He is just refusing the help he needs and his friend wants us to talk to him.  When we got over there they put in a request for coats, sleeping bags and hats and gloves to keep warm as it is getting very cold and quite bitter so will go back to the church and see what we can find.

1.30  A Spanish gentleman in his mid 30s stopped on his bike and spoke to us.  He works at a pub and is living at the moment in a garage owned by a charity.  He has been given notice to clear it by 5 May.  His stuff is all locked in the garage and he has nowhere to go.  He had bought a pop up tent and a sleeping bag for the night.  Dina gave him a SP card with KCAH number on it.  He is thrilled to bits.  We told him to phone on Tuesday and to get his stuff out by Wednesday.

We met S and his friends outside Dallas Chicken and gave him the coat which fitted a treat.  We handed out the sleeping bag and they were pleased. We left them bedding down for the night with two sleeping bags between three people.

On our way a 23 year old Polish guy came and spoke to us.  He was troubled that he didn't have a good soul and was lonely.  He let us pray for him and was very grateful to talk to us.  
2.50  Bacchus - a group of three girls came across to us from Jigsaw and wanted lollipops.  One asked for water and told us she was stressed because of exams.  It was her birthday and she had come out for a few hours in Kingston but had spent most of the day in the uni library doing employment law for an exam on Wednesday.  We wished her all the best.   She was amazed that all the water and lollipops were free and was very grateful.

3.25  We have just walked with a  young woman to pick up a taxi. She had no coat, was cold and a little bit worse for wear and not really sure of where she was being picked up.  She phoned the cab back and Dina took the phone to give directions to the driver. He was waiting for us by Sports Direct.  We got the girl into the car for her ride home.  She was very apologetic about causing us trouble but we were happy to help.  

3.55  By the kebab shop we came across a group of five young men, late teens.  We gave them a bottle of water for one of them who was quite drunk but he did get up and the group moved on after thanking us for all we do for people like them on the streets in Kingston.

4.05  End of  round.  We gave out loads of lollipops.
