       Overview
Friday : The town was quite quiet but we did have some lengthy encounters.  We had a good time as usual and a great team as usual.





        Highlights
Friday
10.00. We were just about to go out when the police arrived to do a briefing.
10.30  O'Neill's - we have just had two encounters, one with J who is the lead drummer in the band in O'Neill's who came out to speak to us. He is a Christian.  He was chatting away and then gave us a little booklet that he hands out when he can.  He thinks everything we are doing is brilliant. 
We then spoke to N and one man, P, who was in his mid 20s.  N is the manager at a new restaurant and has invited Tracey and four other SPs to go to afternoon tea on Saturday 14 May for free.  

Just about to walk away from O'Neill's when two girls came up, in early 20s, who said Tracey had given one of them flip flops last year and she recalled the story - it was a nice encounter.

12.00  We have just spent the last hour down by the river talking to two British lads who were quite drunk and not making a lot of sense.  Tracey and Gratien also spoke to two Greek men, one 19 and one 20, who are here doing photography and civil engineering at university.  They were absolutely delightful, so mature for their age and they loved what we are doing.  One actually spoke the words from a bible verse in 1 John that Tracey had read at the URC earlier on.  He said that everything we  talked about he and his friend had been discussing earlier on.  It was a really amazing encounter. 

12.45  We were called by CCTV to go to Old London Road to an unconscious female. When we arrived at the phone boxes she was standing up and talking to the police officers who then left her with us and cancelled the ambulance. She is 24, an alcoholic and street homeless.  She is bereaved having lost her mother recently and her child two years ago.  She self harms and she showed us her wrists.    She asked for money which we refused but we took her to Dallas Chicken and we bought her some chicken and were given a free drink for her.  We hugged her and she responded well. 

1.50  We were just about to cross over to the Rotunda when a mobile phone came flying through the air. We noticed a male in a grey suit and red tie being very abusive towards a lady he was with.  We called it into CCTV.  The guy then left in a black taxi and we then went over to the lady.  He told her she is not allowed to talk to anybody but has left her here. We are not quite sure how to help.
The lady was in her 30s and from New Zealand and was very distressed by refusing help and said she was too scared and wanted to kill herself and all sorts of things.  Then a second male came up and tried to pull her into a cab but we said she didn't want to go with him.  CCTV were watching all the time and the police came and she ran off.

We found her hiding in the car park in Fife Road and the police attended.  Again she got very abusive with them and ran away so we left it that CCTV would watch her.

2.30  Have been called by the police to attend a young female drunk by the fallen down phone boxes. She is waiting for her friend so we are going to sit with her until the friend arrives.  

2.55  We are just leaving the phone boxes as the young girl has got in a taxi with her friend.

3.00  Called by the police to go to a young girl at the 85 bus stop at the back of the police station by The Dittons car park.  She is a student at university.  She had fallen off the bus and got back on again and had minor abrasions and had been very, very sick.  We cleaned her up a bit and as the bus driver had called a paramedic we waited until the paramedic arrived before we left the scene.

3.55  Back into URC.  We have only done two rounds tonight instead of our usual three.  

After leaving for the night Gratien reported via email that he saw the lady from New Zealand sitting on the steps at the police station speaking to a police officer. He felt she would be safe that night.
