 Highlights
Friday

10.25 Charlie Bamford came to introduce himself and it was much appreciated.  
11.25  We chatted with Lewis from the Viper Rooms who has given us a big bag of Drumstick lollies. We thanked him very much.  

12.00  We met a homeless chap called P and got him a coffee from Subway.  He has been homeless since October and is on the council waiting list.
12.05  Whilst getting P's coffee from Subway we had a chat with the Christian door man. He said he prayed for us and everyone else who came to Subway and we in turn pray for him.  He is keen to get involved in SP.
1.45  We saw a young lad who had a very nasty bump above his eye which was bleeding. We gave him wet wipes to clean the wound and he told us the injury was caused by his mate.
2.00  There is a lad here very much the worse for drink although friends are with him and he is coherent.  He is lying down in the recovery position. Helped get him to the benches by Starbucks. By the time we got him to the benches he had started to sober up and had been sick a few times.  We also wrapped him up in a foil blanket to keep him warm.   They were all very grateful.  
2.45  Tessa spotted a pink smart phone on the bench by the Everyday church so we handed it to the door man who commented that one young lady had been sitting on the bench and had looked a bit inebriated so it could be hers.  Well done Tessa for being so observant!
3.45  For the last five minutes we have been serenaded by beautiful songs from Kenyatta who is out late tonight.  He made up a Street Pastor song for us and we all joined in the chorus as did other people around.  It was really uplifting.

Saturday
10.20  We spoke to J in his 40s with mental health problems who we often see on the streets. We told him he looked well and he said he’d lost weight and felt better.
10.40  Have just got down to the river and had a conversation with four Swedish students here briefly to improve their English.  We told them a little about SPs.
10.55  By John Lewis riverside we saw two lads in their early 20s. One was worried as he thought we were about to arrest him as he was enjoying a spliff.
11.15  Outside TKMaxx we met a guy in his 50s who seemed to have mental health issues and found it difficult to speak.  He said he had been waiting six hours for a taxi and had dialled 999 to get the taxi.  His story didn't make sense.  He looked homeless. We called CCTV to see if there was a mental health worker in town as we had heard there was going to be such a person.  CCTV didn't know anything about it. We went down to the police station and they offered to send a car but no mental health worker was available.
12.40  We spoke to S a guy in his 40s who is homeless. He has an interview with KCAH on Tuesday and he expects to have accommodation soon.  He asked us to pray for him and we did there and then.
1.20  We have been outside Starbucks and have met a young man K who thought we were fantastic and how the world is full of greedy people.
1.45  We met two young women Kerry and Zoe who posed for a photograph. They were full of respect for us and gave us lots of compliments and have gone home very happy. 
1.45 We have just been talking to little L who says he has insomnia and asked for pain killers which we couldn't give him.  We gave some water and lollipops and had a brief chat and he was very grateful for that.
3.10  Near the crossing to the railway station and we came across a female in her 20s who was very drunk. We helped her to the bus stop.
3.20  We came across a female in her 20s trying to help her drunk partner, a guy in his 20s.  He couldn't walk properly.  They live near Sainsburys and we agreed to walk them home.
