Friday : Although it was a fairly quiet evening we had some interesting conversations and would like to thank the team for doing a great job and making it an enjoyable evening.  Would also like to thank Ray for stepping up to be a prayer pastor at the last minute, making it possible for us to go out.

Saturday: Kingston was in a good mood but also there were some knives and fighting and it was very good that we went out tonight so thank you Charlie for getting us together at the last minute.

        




 Highlights
Friday
11.15  Just spoke to the head door man at Pryzm who said it’s not very busy and he doesn't expect it will be busy over the weekend because of what he called the 'Brighton Effect' which is people going out all day and not really worried about going out in the evening.

11.20  Wilko’s - have just been speaking to one of the homeless chaps.  He had recently been hospitalised with pneumonia and really needed somewhere to live.  He didn’t want us to get him anything but he did ask us to pray for him, which we did.   Called the prayer pastors to pray for them.

11.35  Just spoke to the door man at Hippodrome who said they have about 600 which is not too busy.   

12.45  Market Square - we talked to a couple of girls who were Christians. One is involved with and the plight of Iraqi Christians (which she is).  We had a very good conversation with them.

1.05  We have just finished an incident with M who is extremely drunk and was sitting by a post outside Hippodrome.  The police called for us to come over to give him some water and used wet wipes to clean him up a bit.  They called for his sister to come out of the club and she ordered a cab for him. M was very grateful for our help and we gave him a space blanket to cover up in case he was sick in the cab as the taxi driver said if sick he would be charged £65!  We pray he made it home safely and was not sick.

3.00  We saw someone in the door way of John Lewis and went to check.  It was actually regular homeless C who has changed her place from Monsoon to John Lewis.  
3.05  Clarence Street – the area from Oasis up to the HSBC bank has been cordoned off with police tape and they were stopping people going up that way.  They indicated that a serious incident had occurred ( a stabbing in the thigh but not too deep). Called prayer pastors to pray for the situation.

Saturday
10.45  We have hooked up with a homeless person who told us of his fractious relationship with his mother which is why he has to sleep rough.  We are going to buy him something to eat.  
10.50  We have just met A a homeless guy and he asked if we can get him something to eat. We offered to get him something from Dallas Chicken. He is in touch with KCAH and they are putting him through rehab so he did accept prayer.  We prayed that things will improve for him.
10.55  Outside the station - a guy with dreadlocks came up to us.  We think he was mid 20s. He quoted us something from the Bible and then said he was Jesus!  He did seem to have had a drink.
11.30  Outside Pryzm we spoke to A the chief door man who agreed to be videoed and also we got chatting. He has not been on holiday for about 10 years as he has two kids and a disabled wife. 
1.00  Outside TKMaxx and we were speaking to the Iranian taxi marshall. He was talking about how difficult it is to be a Christian in Iran and how most Iranians are Muslim in name but not practicing and how he can't tell his family as his parents are elderly and they would be very upset.  He also spoke about how his church is trying to find a venue to meet in Kingston.  
Does anyone who reads this prayer letter be willing to let the Iranian church use their church premises on a Sunday afternoon? Please get in touch with us.
1.35  We have been chatting to some rough sleepers.   There are quite a lot of rough sleepers out tonight and quite a lot of police about.  People have been arrested for drug deals in Castle Street.  

3.20  Just ran into little L who was very appreciate of what we do to help him on the streets.  He admits to being addicted to cocaine.  

3.25  A young reveller: “ I would just to say that tonight I have been wearing my new heels and my feet hurt so much and this guy has just given me some flip flops which has made my day.  My feet are fine and I am happy - thank you very much!”
Homeless C is in the door way in her usual spot.  Don't think there has been any progress getting to know her in the years/months that we have seen her.  We need to pray for her that change can happen and she can be helped or found somewhere to go.

3.45 Saw a girl sitting with her head in her arms, sobbing. Her friends appear to have left her she doesn’t know why as they always stick together.  She doesn't have much charge left on her phone.  We get her on her feet and are heading for the bus station. She is more drunk than we think and appears to be getting worse - we decide to have a whip round and get her a black cab which is safer than a mini cab.  The driver says he will make sure she gets into the house - she hasn’t got her keys but says she will wake her landlady when she gets there. We leave her crying in the back seat.
