 Highlights
Friday
10.27  David P the prayer pastor is coming out as an observer so two prayer pastors staying behind 
10.40  We have just chatted to Tom and Sam who are door men outside O'Neills.  The first guy we chatted to was from Egypt and was telling us how much Christians get persecuted in Egypt.  We then chatted to Tom who was happy to say a few words for our video for SPs.

11.45  Sue S:  Just spoken to a homeless guy, a new face to us. He says he is OK and he knows Kingston.  He is sleeping in a garage tonight.  He didn't want anything from us but he appreciated our stopping.

12.04  Helped a young Latvian girl about 18 years old whose name is MK who was very, very drunk.  We helped her to the bus stop and as she got there a car came past and a guy got out who said he was her brother and she got into the car. Hopefully it is all OK but we have radioed it through to CCTV and the police.

12.30  Chatting to a homeless guy called B whose girlfriend died a few months ago.  The good news is that he is looking a lot better than when we saw him just after she died.  He was a little drunk and was telling us that he has got somewhere to live.   He has done two Alpha courses and believes in God.  Luke did offer to pray with him but he said he prays himself. 

12.30  Sue S:  Spoken to a homeless chap who he spends a lot of the time on the night bus then sleeps at Terminal 5 at Heathrow.  He is a very pleasant guy in his 60s and has been homeless for a long time.  He has lots of children and grandchildren.  He has a girlfriend who makes sure he gets his medication every day. He goes to the Christian bookshop in Streatham where he is made welcome and hangs out at different churches.  

1.55  Just been to the Viper Rooms and Louis the manager is not feeling well so not available to give a video interview.  The doorman, a pleasant, friendly guy asked us to pray for Louis.
2.00  David R:  Chatting to S one of the homeless guys sitting on the floor.  He is quite cosy and asked for Tessa and David to pray over him which he is grateful for.   There is a guy C who offered to pay for him to go to a Travelodge but he didn't want to know.

Sue S:  C is very upset that people were on the streets. We tried to talk to him about the complexities of it.  Luke prayed for him. We have given him one of our cards.

Tessa:  Met S.  We started talking about Christianity and the afterlife.  I tried to make him understand that Christianity wasn't about the afterlife but about life now and that God is love.  I invited him to an event that I hoped might show him that miracles do happen.   

2.50  Bought Mr M some fish and chips who is a lot slimmer now but sadly he is homeless again.  

Saturday
9.45  Duty Sergeant Will has kindly come in to give us a briefing which was very informative as always and we thanked him for his attendance.  The main area of concern at the moment is looking out for shops that are still selling some formerly "legal high" psychoactive drugs. These substances are now banned from 26/5/16 onwards following new legislation.  He asked if we could also keep an eye out and let any police out tonight if we see people selling the psychoactive drugs.  
11.10  Had a fine time with about 30 revellers in high spirits on a pub crawl around Kingston. We were serenaded by a song 'Street Pastors are wonderful' and we joined in with the refrain.  

12.15  Sally:  Outside O'Neill's we were called to a young lady who was intoxicated.  She was actually talking to the manageress when we got there. Talking to the door man afterwards it seemed that she had caught the attention of two predatory guys. By the time we got there she was talking clearly and we walked her round to a cab and she has gone off home.  A good piece of team work on the part of O'Neill's.

1.05  Met Mr M who looks about 20 years younger and is clean shaven and nicely dressed and is unrecognisable from the down and out who has featured in our previous reports.  God be praised.

2.10  Viper Rooms - quiet round here but about quarter of an hour ago there had been a major incident where a young lady jumped off Kingston Bridge and there are two or three ambulances and police cars on the bridge.  There is a strong current and the lady may have been dragged downstream well beyond the bridge by now.

2.15  We have been told the young lady had been pulled out of the water and would by OK and has been taken off to hospital in an ambulance.

3.15  Had a nice chat with three young lads who asked what SPs are about.  They were trying to get back to Leatherhead on £1.50!  We suggested that their best option was to sleep at the police station and they might take us up on that.  We also witnessed a violent argument between a young lady and what might now be her ex-boyfriend.  It has all calmed down.
