Saturday:   Elaine “A slow start to the evening after the football results but the activity increased with the night. The weather was dry and cool.”
        




 Highlights
Friday
10.30    Went to the Library. We spoke to Ash the lovely door man who is waiting for his exam results.  We said we would pray for him. He is hoping to get a job in neurology.

12.00 Outside Pryzm opposite and have met A who is in his 20s, street homeless, who says he has met us before.   He is desperate for clothes, he needs medium tracksuit bottoms or 32" jeans.  Also met C who is in his 50s and has had his sleeping bag stolen and is just cold and wet.  He goes to All Saints everyday and also quoted from the Bible.  He used to self harm and we praised him for stopping. 
Have just met another street homeless guy S, in his late 40s and very dirty looking but had about four sleeping bags.  He has got very sunburnt and is now feeling the cold so we gave him some water and lollipops.

2.45 Walking down Fife Road and heard men shouting and banging so I called into CCTV as there was some sort of ruckus going on in the car park at the back of Cappadocia.  The police came round and dealt with the situation.  

3.10  Outside shop opposite Pryzm we have just spent a long time with little L who is street homeless.  We talked to him about his life.  He says he is offered detox and rehab every week by his Key Worker but he is too scared to go.  Tracey said she would go with him if he wanted to go and would support him and get him through the door.  He asked if she would really do that and she said she would do anything to see him clean.  He is so frightened.  He has been on drugs since he was 9 years old.  
Saturday
11.15  Met a homeless young man A who said how the local authority hostels are terrible.  C the regular homeless lady came into the doorway with some chips and hamburger.  She gave A the chips and then sat eating on the floor. Her body language was dismissive.  She said we might believe in Jesus but did he believe in us? Mel gave a gracious reply. We talked more to A about KCAH and gave him a card with their number on. 
11.55 Saw little L who can talk for England.  He was saying how Tracey had been around on Friday and made him feel special.  
12.45 Outside the URC was a tussle between three men, big burly guys.  It turns out that were friends and one had got very drunk and become aggressive, the other two were trying to contain him.  He is breathing, wakes when nudged and responsive.  Mel advised them to let him lie safely on his side but keep an eye on him until his lift arrived.  They agreed.
1.25  We have just come across two lads J and B in the bus stop. Both had vomited and were seated, slumped forward over their knees.  B asked for money to get the bus to Hounslow. Mel noticed in his bag small sachets of drugs so suspected they had been drug taking. We called an ambulance.  The crew went through their pockets so they could be placed in the recovery position on the trollies and found 10 sachets of cannabis so they had a duty to inform the police.
2.15  Saw A and his woman friend L and gave them two blankets and a coat.  On the way back to URC we’ve come across J who has been assaulted by his ‘ex-friend’, with several punches to the face and a large lump to the side of his head. We managed to phone his mum and explain about his injuries and gave her directions to the club.  We left him waiting for his mum outside Hippodrome.  
3.05  A car passed us slowly because of the crowds and in it we spotted J with mum driving and his three friends in the back – thank you Lord.
