Leaders Overview
Friday:  Mostly a quiet summer evening, with lots of good natured encounters with many people expressing bewilderment about the referendum result.

Saturday: Some strange conversations and only one minor troublesome incident with punters.  This was the fourth weekend in June and before pay-day.  It was a good night and the team members supportive and efficient in duties.
Highlights
Friday
10.05 We stopped briefly at O’Neills where they’ve got the tables outside and it looks quite different (almost European!). The stewards said they had missed us last Saturday when there was no team. 
11.15  J, a homeless guy asked us for Subways for himself and his friend C, and also asked for one for Mr M, who he said was around, though we never saw him. He walked along with us to Subways to get them. William got a kiss from them! 

12.25  Elizabeth spoke to a young man seeking help from YMCA; they want to put him on a detox programme; he hopes to find somewhere where he won’t be in contact with people dealing in drugs. Elizabeth told him he should make his concerns known to the YMCA staff. 
12.55  Outside the King’s Tun we spoke to ‘Little’ L, had a good chat, and gave him a couple of bottles of water and a lollipop; lots of hugs and kisses. He really appreciates the fact that we talk to him regularly. 
1.40  We saw a group of about a dozen young men, mostly in their 20s but with two boys who were much younger, who were creating quite a disturbance and appeared to be baiting an older man in his 40s. We felt uneasy about this and radioed to ask CCTV to keep an eye on them. We stood around for a while, and realised that the older man was getting very angry. We tried to engage with the boys, who all accepted lollipops which defused the situation, but none of them seemed to want to say where they were from. After about 15 minutes they all got on an N87 bus, and we talked to the older man, M. He said he had a real problem with these boys who lived on his estate – he wouldn’t say where. We tried to talk some sense about keeping away from them, and finally he thanked us for what we do – ‘Respect!’ - got on a bus and went.

3.40  Alison spoke to another young woman outside Hippodrome who was crying; she had tried to stop friends fighting, and had got hit in the face. She had a glove with ice in it to reduce the swelling; she was also emotional because her boyfriend has run off; she was waiting for her mum to come and pick her up, but was with two other girls so we felt she was quite safe.

Saturday
11:20 Outside Viper Rooms, congratulated club manager Lewis for his rescue of female who jumped into the river last week.  He had ‘borrowed a dingy from a boat moored along the river’ to accomplish the rescue - very resourceful!
11:30 We met a rowdy group of 8 males and females, some of whom were kicking dustbins.  We offered lollies and Street Pastor wrist bands and that seemed to quieten their mood a bit and they moved off more calmly and still happy.
01:15 Met male late 30s (about 6’7” tall!) said he had struggled with faith for some years, but he was thinking of coming back and going to church.
01:50
Corner of Clarence and Castle streets we met male and female who looked under age and called it into CCTV.
01:55 Met two males, 20s, one of whom was very drunk and being sick.  We gave them water, space blanket, wet-wipe and sick bags and stayed a while with them until the sober one said they were now ok to get home.
02:05 We met up again with the two ‘underage’, A and her ‘kid brother’ J and their friend B.  We spoke with them for a long time, mostly about gays and lesbians and how sad it was people were prejudiced against them.
03:30 We called in a racial incident between male, 20s and a group of about 10 males and females, 20s. A second group of about 6 males and females joined in. The police were quickly on the scene and the group dispersed with the police in hot pursuit.
