Friday Phil “We’ve been very busy. Loads and loads of positive comments. Been able to help out in a number of difficult situations. Have given out a number of flip flops. Been able to show how Street Pastors are a serious presence on the streets of Kingston.”
Saturday Meryn “The weather was warm and the streets full of people - I haven’t seen so many people about for months.  The mood was mostly peaceful and only a few minor ‘incidents of irritation’ amongst the punters, soon stifled by the offer of lollies; only a few minor incidents of over-indulgence.  The team efficiently dealt with all issues that came to hand.”
Highlights
Friday
11.20 We have just walked to Vipers Room. Said they had a potential jumper last night and could have done with us. It was quite a worrying situation however all sorted now. 

11.25 End of Clarence Street. 3 guys stopped us to say you do a fantastic job and make the place a lot safer for us. Tall, skinny boys, hipsters. They said that ‘you definitely won’t see us later on.’

Just after 12. Met regular homeless CX. We almost didn’t recognise him as he has had his hair cut. Says he has been in prison which may indicate why he looks quite good. Is clean shaven. Says he isn’t in a ‘good place’ but he has somewhere to stay. Shook our hands and walked on. 

12.15 Sitting outside Metro Bank we have encountered Rs, sitting on the floor, head down. We gave him water. He’s mumbling away saying he has lost his bag and passport. He’s in a bad way. As we were wondering what to do an ambulance arrived. They’ve walked him to the back of the van.

12.20 We’ve helped a couple of guys with their friend L who is well out of it. Only about 16 or 17. They didn’t quite know what to do. We’ve given them directions. They’ve hoiked him up and sent him on his way.

2.00 Just picked up Nl who is outside the railway station. He has a sign saying Please employ me. All he has asked for is a hot chocolate which we provided. Talked to him a bit about his job skills etc. 

2.30 We’ve just picked up Fh who was on the doorstep of Oasis Dental Care. She had been sick and very much the worse for wear. Some strangers had stopped to help her out. One of them had called an ambulance. They arrived very quickly which was good as she was diabetic. The ambulance guy  treated her. A number of Good Samaritans cleaned her up which is good to hear. Another ambulance has arrived as well so she is obviously worse than we thought.  
3.01 Just seen a young girl safely onto the 57 bus. Gratien was sure a guy had been hitting on her, and he was. We managed to separate them and the guy wandered off.  She is a Christian.  

3.35. We’ve been out a really long time. All round Hippodrome there’s been lots of altercations. One of the duty sergeants said they have lots of people in custody. 

Saturday
23:20
We spoke to street-homeless male 40s, D who didn’t want anything.  He smiled easily.  He lives in a tent somewhere and has a sleeping bag. We told him if he needed anything, he only needed to ask and we would do our best to get it for him.
23:35
A ‘staged’ youth pillow-fight on Clarence Street suddenly erupted around us. There were two movie cameras with ‘continuous-flash’ lights filming the incident.  A police van arrived on the scene and watched until it ended.  The police issued a verbal warning to not do it again. 
23:45
We met Tm, who we frequently meet, who walks the streets on his own and says he is a paramedic.  He is smiley and friendly.  He said he suffers from insomnia so if he stays out and goes home about 5am, he can sleep.

00:40
Spoke to homeless Mr Mn outside Kingston Express.  He reminisced about the ‘good-old-days’ and his old flat then he started to praise The Lord. He seemed to be mentally vague.
01:50
Outside HSBC spoke to female 20s sitting on kerb and crying.  She accepted some tissue and said she did not need any other help and was going to get 65 bus home.  It seemed she had had an argument with her boyfriend who was sitting on the kerb near her but with his back to her.
