Leaders Overview
Graham:  A warm, pleasant evening; a busy first round, and a long “one-item” second round. I cannot speak too highly of the ladies’ contribution to the easing of a very tricky matter.

Highlights
Friday
10.20  Just passed O’Neill’s. All fairly quiet. A young man crossing the road looking very unsteady. Graham spoke to him. He was very grateful for being noticed, and gave him a hug and a kiss. 
10.30 Just past what was The Library, but is now called “Replay”. Opened tonight for the first time. All quiet now, but doorman hoping it will build up. A fresh start, we’ll see how it goes.

10.40 Riverside. Talked to two groups of people all playing Pokemon Go. It’s captivating an awful lot of people. They seem content to work at it all night.

10.55  We tidied up the lines on the lifebuoy by the bridge, they were strung all across the pavement.

Under the bridge to the arena outside Essence. Met homeless A, mid 30’s, who lost his daughter a couple of years ago. He wanted a space blanket. A girl called Ca was with him, she was heading home eventually. A is a troubled man, homeless for three months. Comes from Wimbledon, but was unforthcoming about all the details. We gave him a blanket. He was so grateful. Hugs all round.

A few moments after we left them, things got a bit rowdy, a bottle was thrown at men working on their boat on the quayside. We called it in to CCTV. They didn’t have a camera that covered that corner well. The trouble soon died down, and everyone involved seemed to be getting on reasonably well.

11.35 Near Dallas Chicken, we have been talking to Mr M and his friend T. Mr M drinking vodka copiously; Another friend Hy asked for a sleeping bag. We’ll possibly give him one if we see him around later, not quite certain it was a genuine request. We know where he plans to sleep. Asked Mr M where he was sleeping tonight and he replied, ”Where destiny takes me”. He was cheerful, but in a bad way. 
Tessa: I was talking to T, street homeless, in his 50’s. He and Mr M asked for prayer. Mr M said later, T said “now, now”. I prayed with him, he just wept as I did so. His mother died when he was 14, he is just seeking death, to be with his mum. He keeps on asking, “Why haven’t I been taken yet?”  I left him with the words tomorrow there will be a change. I feel he can pass on the same kind of help we have given him. I think he can help people who are depressed like himself. So please pray for him.
12.00  At doorway of Rotunda we met a very drunk elderly man. Had a long rambling conversation with him about morality; almost incoherent, he went off to catch a bus.

12.50 We had a call to go to The Bishop out of Residence, where a young woman was distressed. 

01.20  We have been with the young woman for some time. She is very angry. She wants to get home but is not in good enough shape to do so on her own. She seems to have been stood up. We had huge difficulty in getting her to move to a place where we could talk more easily with her. Lots of shouting. Threatening to take her own life, so we need to stay with her for the immediate future.

02.10  Still engaged with the lady, whose name we still don’t know. The three lady SPs are doing all the work, keeping her talking, getting her to drink water. She is more coherent, but still volatile. It is clear that she has had psychotic episodes before. Ambulance called, but may be 45 mins. The woman has some Asian background, and finds great tension with that culture and modern society. Isabelle and she were able to talk in French. Eventually smiles broke through, and selfies were taken!

02.45 Paramedics arrive and engage with her well. It rouses her anger again, but they deal with it with skill. They hint that our presence is no longer needed, so we withdraw.

The ladies of the team deserve special praise for the sensitive, patient commitment and teamwork that they showed for over an hour and a half. I cannot praise them highly enough. Our Prayer Pastors, too, were supporting us throughout.

03.00  Returned to KURC for a brief rest

03.15 Hippodrome, lots of people milling around, gave out flipflops.
