Leaders Overview
Friday: Generally quiet on the streets. Some good conversations with several people. Several encounters with people the worse the wear for drink who we helped on their way. Gave plenty of water. Great team work. 

Highlights
Friday
10.20 We went to Hippodrome and asked for water and were given 24 largish bottles. Very generous.

11.05 Came up past the Viper Rooms. Spoke to manager Lewis who has a large consignment of drumstick lollies which we agree are the favourites. The slogan is, ‘suck it and shut up.’ They are very effective in preventing a fight! 

11.20 We saw Mr M outside Starbucks who seems in a good mood. He says he needs a beanie hat and we said we would look for one back at church. 

11.40 Gratien “We’re in front of Acorn. We just met a young man called P from Denmark. He only came to London on Thursday. It’s his first time in London.  He is taking a GAP year, age 20, a Catholic. I told him there were lots of churches he could get connected with so he won’t be alone. He was really excited. “
12.45 Saw D, 25, sitting on the ground, moaning. She had hurt her head. She was with her sister. D was very worried. We felt her head, there was a bump but no bleeding. She’d evidently hit the brick wall but we felt there was no serious damage. Her sister finally found her phone and got the password and phoned the boyfriend who came. He was able to walk her along with his help so we reckoned she was OK.

1.30 A really nice guy called S, age 31, came up to talk to us. Said he liked to talk about God. He used to go to Church but hasn’t been for the last 6 months.  He feels he is mixing with the wrong people, says he is doing the wrong things in his life. He really wants to do better. We encouraged him to stay with his friends as he seems to be ministering to them. We encouraged him to carry on talking about God and remember that God loves him. 

1.45 When we came out of church we offered Mr M a white beanie hat, a large white one which he accepted, to keep him warm at night. Mr M had previously asked us for a cup of tea. Chico-land gave us one for £1, very decent of them. We’ve taken it to him and he is very glad. 

1.50 Outside Pryzm. A doorman and one of their medical staff are looking after young man, 23,  C who is in a very bad way, slumped down on the ground. We’ve given him wet wipes as he was being sick and some water. We’re staying with him for a while. We all agree he isn’t going to get a taxi in that state. They’re trying to get his mum. 

2.00 C’s mum is coming from Dorking to fetch him and it is going to take her half an hour to get here. Two friends and the lady medic from Pryzm are going to stay with him. 

2.10 Back in the church. On the way back we had a couple of conversations with some of our admirers. It’s amazing how many people say we helped them years ago when they were younger and what a great job we do. It’s very encouraging to hear that. 

3.05 We met a young man who announced he was the ‘Rev Ollie Neal’ from the Methodist Church near the Fairfield. Said he would be preaching there on Sunday at 9am. He’d obviously had quite a lot to drink. He didn’t realise that Methodist ministers didn’t drink! An amusing conversation with him. His friend had a good laugh and said he was always like this when he was drunk. 

Came round to the station and met A in the minicab kiosk who said he has been here 14 years. He has always been in work and had a home but he felt that there was something missing in his life. Obviously there’s an emotional need. Says he feels he’s a long way from home. He asked for our prayers. 

3.40 There’s a very large crowd of people outside the Hippodrome. We had a good chat with the manager, Leona, who was telling us they had had about 700 plus in there. A mum had phoned concerned about her daughter who had liver problems and could they keep an eye on her? Any problem at all could they phone her? They said they could track it as they had her photograph and could look out for her, and were happy to take that responsibility.

 After a while we met a young lady, very much the worse for wear, feeling very bad, who needed to get to Epsom. We helped her to get an Uber cab. Gratien had a talk with the cab driver who speaks Tamil as Gratien does. Gratien gave him his mobile number in case there was any problem. The guy seemed to take responsibility for her. So we’ve sent her off.
