FRIDAY:  Phil ‘It was very busy out in the town. We had lots of positive, fruitful and uplifting comments and great work from a really skilled and talented team.’

SATURDAY: Luke ‘It has been a good night and we have had some good conversations.  There were lots of homeless people about.  We spent most of our time with one individual at the end of the night.’
Highlights
Friday
10.20 We have had a good briefing from Will Holland the duty sergeant for the night.

10.45 Had a conversation with a lot of young people outside the Mill all new students who had not met SPs before.
12.10 We have just met up with homeless Pa who is having a cigarette outside McDonalds. She accepted a bottle of water and our good wishes.  She looks very unkempt, different to this time last year when she was cleaner and tidier. 

12.40 We have met older homeless man Ty who is sitting in the door way of the Apple Market.  We have given him a sleeping bag and some clothes and are now going back to URC to get more supplies.
1.40 Have spent a long time with Ty looking at his legs.  Sarah has had a good look and has advised him to go to hospital.   We would have liked to get an ambulance but he didn't want to go. He has some nasty bruising.  We have given him socks, a pair of boots and cleaned him up a bit.  Some of his friends have arrived including Ay and Mr M.   

1.50 We have intervened in a fracas between three girls and a couple of boys.  There was lots of swearing and shouting so we called it in to CCTV who focused the cameras on them.  The police arrived and detained the boys and are looking for the girls to speak with them.  It could have escalated into something unpleasant but thankfully didn't.

2.05 Have just encountered a group of girls outside Wilkinsons.  We were able to sort out a girl with an injured wrist.  It was good that we had Sarah with us.  Another girl had a pair of flip flops and was over the moon with them.
2.30 We have met homeless St and given him the sleeping bag.   He is with a young guy Hy and they have been talking.  Great to see a member of the public engaging with the homeless in such a positive way.  

3.40 We have just liaised with Uniform Tango over a young woman who has had a tiff with her boyfriend and pushed him away.  It was escalating but we have been able to help out.  Moving away now but police have it in hand. 

3.50 We have just talked again to S the homeless guy who is sitting by Wilkinsons and given him a book to read.
Saturday
10.15  Have been outside the Viper Room and there were two homeless people, N and S (who we had not seen before).  One asked for money but we told them we don't give money. We said they could walk with us to buy food. 
11.05  We found a group of six homeless people, one was J who we know quite well. J asked for a subway which we agreed as long as he came with us which he did.  We came across A outside Dallas Chicken and he asked for a subway as well.  We bought two subways and gave them to J to take one to A.
11.15  Met a homeless man Pl under the railway bridge who was reading a book.  We asked if he would like prayer which he accepted and asked for safety in the night and that KCAH would find him somewhere to live.  He asked after a book, maybe a Christian book if we can find one.

11.58  Two ladies approached us and we gave them flip flops.  They go to the Everyday Church and are Christians.
12.50  Chatted to Mr M who is looking much better. He accepted prayer.  He was with a lady who also accepted prayer.  The lady called Pa and looks very homeless, very dishevelled and unkempt.  She lives with a friend in Croydon and has missed the last bus. We prayed that Jesus would keep her safe tonight.

1.10  Met a female in her 40s/50s, short, blonde lady.  She is homeless and her name is SS and has been in the Kingston area for seven months.  She is staying with a friend in a flat in Kingston. She doesn't drink and is a Christian and knows SP’s from Sutton.  She had a place to live but she lost it and didn't want to go into the details.  She has a partner who is in rehab.  We showed her KCAH, Kingsgate Church, Everyday Church and URC.  She kept on expressing a desire to go back to church. We prayed for her and Esther prayed for her in Korean. We bought her chicken and chips. Says she will go to KCAH on Monday.  She was baptised four years ago. 
We went to Hippodrome where we spoke to J male in his 30s with long black hair and a beard. He lives in dormitory accommodation near the station. He seems to get his drink by picking up bottles with dregs in them. 
3.15  We have been called to a very drunk male in his 20s outside Pryzm.   We have given him some water to drink but he is not responsive. The police have phoned his brother's wife who is coming out to pick him up.
4.00  We have spent half the round about 45 minutes with the drunk guy.  His sister in law came to pick him up from Hackney. The police waited with us and with their help we managed to get him into the car.
