Saturday: Mark “Thanks go to a great team who all used their talents to bring about a good experience.  In general it was quiet on the streets and it was a pleasure to be out with everyone.”
Highlights
Friday
11.45  We met N who has been homeless for 5 years.  He sleeps by KCAH in the car park.   He said his marriage had broken up but he didn't want to talk about that.  He had quite a lot to say for himself.  We bought him a meatball subway and he was grateful for that.

12.00   Spoke to homeless Tm who was in the opening of the arcade and heard the whole of his life story. A long fascinating story.  He was beaten up, either Wednesday or Thursday night, while sleeping on a bench and had been in hospital ever since and got out today.  He is doing well as he had meals at the hospital.   He tries to go to Everyday Church on a Sunday and Tuesday as much as he can.  He is very close to the Kingdom.   
1.05  We came along to Union Street to find Tm as we had the pair of socks we had promised him and he had disappeared. We also have some cake as it is his 63rd birthday today so hope to see him somewhere else.
1.10   Brenda:  Just finished a long conversation with G a tall thin lady in her late 20s.  I have met her once before.  She says she has just come out of prison and mentioned that she had been raped a few days ago.  She had quite a lot of police paperwork with her and some contacts for a charity which supports people who have been sexually assaulted.  She had an appointment card to see both a counsellor and a doctor.  She was very scared and all she wanted was to go back to prison because she was so tired of living on the streets.  She let me pray for her and gave me a big hug and we sent her on her way with food and some coffee. We encouraged her to go to the appointments.
1.40  Met R who lives in a psychiatric hospital. He is heading for Cyprus on Sunday to see his parents for a week. A very pleasant and gentle man who we have helped before.  He was content to go on his way and will have a bed tonight.

1.50 Found Tm walking up the road.  We sat down on the bench by Everyday church and have given him a pair of socks which he has now put on and he is happy.  We also gave him his birthday cake. He is heading off to sleep on a bench he knows and seems fairly content with life at the moment.

2.40 We spoke to a group of lads for about 10 minutes about faith and different religions.  One lad in particular N was very anxious to talk.  He called himself an agnostic but was happy to talk about faith and the meaning of life.  

Saturday
10.30  4 men were having a barbeque by the river and were chatting away.  We mistook them for Muslims but they are Sikhs.  They were not drinking but admitted to eating meat which may be something they shouldn't do.
11.35  We saw Mr M looking a bit dishevelled but better than he used to be. He wanted a pepsi so we are going to get one.
11.40  We met a homeless guy by the station who didn't want anything from us and was reading a book and very engrossed in it.   It seems quite a few people we see on the streets now are looking for not just food and drink but books.
11.45  We had a chat with another homeless gentleman and he was engrossed in a book.  Books seem to be the thing.

12.10  Had a lovely encounter with a group of young ladies and gave each a pair of flip flops.  We met the Kingsgate Church people who were giving out bacon rolls and we gave out lollipops. 
1.00  Chris:  Carole and I have just been to Iran so we went and said hello to the Iranian taxi driver. The guy is not feeling very well so we are giving him some Ibuprofen.  
1.25  Sally:  We have had a challenging half hour with a young lady called Sh. She had been drinking but could tell us where she lived and how she was getting home.  She talked about her friend that she hated because she had taken her boyfriend. She had no money to get a cab so we organized one for her. We thought she was going to be off to Wimbledon when a friend turned up. We feel confident the friend will look after Sh. She was swearing a lot and talking about court cases she had been in.  We hope and pray she goes home with her friend and has a good sleep.
2.45  We saw homeless woman Pa at the bus stop opposite URC and she seems fine.  She has her usual load of clothing bags and a shopping trolley.

3.35  We saw a young man sitting on a bench who seemed unconscious so we phoned into CCTV.  He seemed to revive after a bottle of water from us. We have asked CCTV to monitor him to make sure he doesn't get into trouble.
