Leaders Overview
Friday: Phil “A busy night with 2 very difficult incidents calling on the services of a number of professionals including ourselves. However there were numerous accolades and acknowledgement of the work we do, and once again we were in the right place at the right time. Very well done team.”
Saturday: Meryn “A busy night with some good conversations.  The number of ‘new’ homeless people, including women, is distressingly increasing, and the need for a crisis drop-in night shelter, without complicated, so called ‘safe’ admissions criteria continues to be an issue, and is unlikely to disappear soon.  The team functioned extremely well with good observation skills, particularly from the youngest member, were beneficial to the nature of the care and responses to the evenings challenges.
Highlights

Friday
10.25  Good to have Sergeant Will in for the Police briefing. 

11.40  Spoke to a young man, J, in his mid 30s who was a very cheerful fellow who was listening to music and dancing a bit.  We talked of Christianity and Islam and faith generally.  He is a fairly mixed up guy with lots of things to say and very well read.  It was a long chat and we left him and encouraged him to keep exploring faith and to keep hope alive.
12.10  Met homeless St outside the shop. We gave him a book to read. He is quite cheerful, upbeat and accepted some lollies.

2.20  Hippodrome - Katie and Rosemary are helping to clean her up a drunk girl. She is in a very poor state and her friends have just left her where a passing paramedic found and attended her. He spent a great deal of time with her but she was really too far gone.
2.45  A police women tried to phone her friends but to no avail.  In the end the paramedic decided she needed an ambulance but as the ambulance service is really stretched tonight, the police sergeant insisted that she be taken into the Hippodrome to be dealt with in their Recovery Room.  There were 3 police officers helping plus the police sergeant who did our briefing earlier on this evening.

3.55  Helped a young woman who was almost unconscious and after fitting her with flip flops we shuffled her along to the bus stop. There she was even sicker and it was difficult to gain an accurate picture of who she was and where she lived. The initial guy who had helped her melted away and we were left with someone who was her boyfriend but he could supply very few details.  She is seriously ill and very vulnerable and we have had to call a female officer to come and help sort her out. The police managed to find some parents to call despite the girl coming to and objecting. We have wrapped her in a space blanket and have spent a considerable amount of time cleaning her up and making her presentable. 
4.20  The female police constable has gone off in another car to fetch the girl's parents from Chessington and the police are going to look after her. The attending police officers deserve a commendation for their patience, resources and fortitude. 

Saturday
11.00  Met I a Catholic girl who used to go to church but has been disillusioned by so many priests coming and going and feels like she has been judged.   She seems to have lost her faith for the moment so please pray for I to find a church and rekindle her faith.
01.10   We met a homeless couple.  We spoke to them for a while and offered sleeping bags which they reluctantly accepted.  We told them about KCAH. We took them back to the church and got two sleeping bags for them.   

01.30  We met regular homeless A who asked for water and some lollies. He was very sober which was brilliant to see.  Meryn had not seen A as sober as that, ever!

01:40
We bought three meatball paninis for 3 homeless guys.  We bought black teas for Polish men in their 30s.  They were extremely grateful almost to the point of disbelief, that we would feed them for free!

Howard:  Outside subway I spoke to a young Polish man who had been accused of a crime and imprisoned for six months waiting for trial after which they dropped all charges.  In the meantime the mother of his child didn't want to know him, he lost access to his child, his girlfriend and his job.  He lost everything for a crime he did not commit!

03:55
We came across female, 30s, V from Bulgaria.  She was standing but quite slumped against the wall.  She seemed quite “spaced out” as though under the influence of a drug, but not like alcohol.  We established she was homeless. She was not making a lot of sense.  She refused all offers of help. She wandered off, seemingly to get away from us.  We asked CCTV to follow her and told them we though she was vulnerable.  They agreed to do so.
