WE MEET PEOPLE FROM ALL AROUND THE WORLD 
10.55  Still opposite John Lewis – chatted to the couple in the chips, sandwiches and baguette burger van who are both from Albania.  They were very friendly and said they would give us free food if we come back later.  The older one spoke of how difficult things were in Albania before they left.
1.20  We have just met a young man from Libya who came up to us and told us we were great and had helped him previously when he was drunk.  He had a nice chat with us and asked if we had a Facebook page and he would look us up on that. 

2.10  Just outside the Skipton Building Society talking to a man in his early 20s from the Congo.  He is a little bit drunk but told us he had had a strong Christian upbringing and was saying “The Lord forgive me” and said that he would get back to his Christianity sometime.  He asked for prayer – so if you are reading this please pray for F who has wandered away from Christianity for the moment.

3.25  Bus station at Cromwell Road – we gave a pair of flip flops to a young lady who was with a mixed group of friends mostly Iranian we think and they are walking her home as she lives in a block nearby.

Thank God for the many opportunities we have to meet people from all round the world.

PEOPLE WHO ARE HOMELESS 
10.50  William and Charlie were speaking for some time with C who was telling us about how he stays at the YMCA.  It seems that if you know someone who is a resident there you are allowed to stay for two nights: for £3 a night you can get a good meal and can stay in a good room.  He has a friend there, and also someone at Wimbledon YMCA which he prefers to Surbiton!  
11.35  (Luke) Outside Pryzm – just given out two copies of  ‘The Shack’ to homeless B and S.  S was grateful and he seems quite happy with it.  11.55. On coming back past Pryzm we saw S sitting there reading. 
12.00  Just seen ‘Jane and Mike’ together, sitting on Mr M’s usual patch, and had quite a good conversation.  Unfortunately Jane did have a drink now, but she told us that she hadn’t had a drink all day which is still progress even if she is having one now.  Mike made the comment that he was worried about her and keeping her safe.  They were both quite friendly and talkative.  

1.15  We saw Mr M  who had been drinking and was quite aggressive and asked if we would buy him some food. He was not his usual cheery self.

1.45  Brenda had a long and very useful conversation with G, a homeless middle aged woman.  

Brenda:  She was quite drunk and really upset and talking about how hard she was finding life. We spent a bit of time just chatting through just what was happening in her life and she does have a key worker that she is seeing.  She said she does want to get off the drugs she is taking and wanted to get off the drink. She was talking about possibly going back up north to stay with her mum.  She has been sleeping rough outside *** but she said there were two guys sleeping there now and she doesn’t feel safe around them as they keep asking her for sex.  She is going to try and stay with a friend tonight and then possibly go up to see her mum tomorrow.  She was very happy for us to pray for her which we did.  
3.10  We met an elderly chap in his 70s who is rather lame who was hoping to get back to Victoria.  He said he is homeless and is heading for a hostel there and had just come out riding on the buses which was what had brought him to Kingston.  We waited with him for about 20 minutes and put him on a Night bus.

Pray for homeless people who are trying to turn their lives around, that they would have the determination, courage and support they need.
