GREAT TEAMWORK

2.00 We have just helped a distressed young girl who we picked up by the cab kiosk near the station and we have walked her to catch the N87 bus.  She had no bank card, no money, no purse, and no I-phone.  Charlie has tapped the card and she has gone on the bus home.  
Almost at the same time we were trying to help another lone female at the taxi office who was very strange and had got into a cab and then refused to say where she wanted to go. She was very wary and backed away from us and even though she was shivering she refused a space blanket. A young man had rescued her from walking in the middle of the road and taken her to the taxi kiosk as a humanitarian gesture. It was the Kiosk marshal who had called us initially as there seemed no solution. 

2.40 We are back with the lone female we encountered some time ago who is still in a difficult situation.  We have had long conversations with CCTV regarding her mental capacity and whether she is eligible to have mental health nurses come and sort her out.  They are really stretched and have no-one to come out and find her.  The street wardens from Pryzm have done a really good job but haven't managed to get any information from her.  We are on our way to try and find her as she has run away from the wardens.
2.50 We are still trying to track down the lone female. She seems in a troubled and unstable mental state. The wardens have gone down Clarence Street and we are looking at the back of the Bentall Centre and John Lewis as well.  

2.55   We have just encountered an ambulance who is looking for the lone female but they haven't managed to find her.  We had a long conversation about her description and they are going to cruise round to see if they can find her.  We have looked in lots of alley ways off the back of Fife Road.  It is pretty grim down there and nobody is about.  The ambulance people have given us their job number.  

3.00  The ambulance crew saw us and stopped to say that CCTV had seen her getting into a cab and they have tracked her in the cab and through Kingston and so far she hasn't got out and has now left the borough.   Hopefully there has been a satisfactory conclusion to our young lady.  
It has taken a considerable amount of time, effort and professional expertise on behalf of CCTV, street wardens, the ambulance services, the taxi marshall and ourselves.  Good co-operation from all.

FALLEN ON HARD TIMES
1.40  We found two people sleeping outside River Island doorway.  One of the guys, R, has no blankets so we are going to get him some and bring them back in 15 minutes or so.

2.00  Have been back to base and got a sleeping bag and a blanket for R and given them to him.  We have had a long chat with him, he has just been released from prison.  He can't remember what day of the week it was.  He used to have a house in Ham and own a house in Molesey but he had fallen on hard times.  He has an appointment on Tuesday with Elmbridge Housing which we encouraged him to keep.  
He was very grateful for what we were doing. He told us not to make him a priority as there are always people who are worse off but just at the moment we don't think there are many people worse off in Kingston than him.  He barely wanted us to see his face as he felt ashamed and thought he was a mess. He seemed like a decent guy. He couldn't remember when he last ate so we will try and get him some food to eat if we can.

2.28 We have been back to Subway to get a sandwich for R.  When we got back there was another homeless lad there whom we have seen before but not sure of his name.  He had a dog with him called Bentley.    
We then talked to the other guy and agreed to get him some food so we bought him some chicken and chips which Dallas Chicken staff gave us for nothing on the grounds that we were doing a wonderful job, so that was a tremendous help.  We gave the food to the young man and he was grateful. He went off to sleep somewhere round the back of M&S, at least that was his plan.
