Overview:  It was so lovely to speak to two Syrian refugees who both had such a positive attitude to life having been through so much. It makes being out on a cold evening worthwhile.  We pray that T got home safely and was not sick in the cab (otherwise it’s a £100 fine.)  Thank you also to the team, it really was a team effort.

12.00  We have just finished dealing with T who is a very drunk chap by HSBC in Clarence Street/Eden Street.  We were lucky enough to get him into an Uber cab with his two friends as he was extremely drunk.  We prayed that he would get home safely and we have already phoned it into the prayer pastors.
2.10  Just finished talking to I age 22 who is a Syrian refugee.  He was a lovely guy and he told us about leaving Damascus and making his way through Jordan, Turkey, Austria  and to the Jungle camp at Calais and finally through to here.  He is living with a British family who have taken him in and he is very grateful.  
He is studying at Kingston College and working at a restaurant.  His English is pretty good, even though he has only been here for eight months.  It was an organisation called Refugee at Home that found him this fantastic family.

2.20  Just finished getting a whole chicken at the hot food place in the Apple Market for Mr M and his homeless friend J.  They each gave us some money towards the cost as we didn't have quite enough.  

Saturday 20 January 2017

Overview: It was incredibly cold and generally a calm and peaceful night until the last hour when there were a few unsavoury incidents that we encountered.  Thanks to the help and support of a great team which helped warm away the excesses of a frosty night.

11.15 to 11.30  We have just had a very nice conversation with B outside the Kings Tun.  He is 40 now but at the age 15 he was homeless and sleeping by the river in Kingston.  He had been referred by a homeless shelter organisation to KCAH which had the result of turning his life around.  Since then he has been volunteering for charities and trying to give some of the kindness back that was given to him.

3.25  Have been in the Pryzm area for the past 20 minutes and watching while it empties.  Also partially assisted the police in the young man who was prostrate outside Dallas Chicken, although they are attending to him, he is not in a great way and we have given them a space blanket to try and get him warm.  An ambulance has been called.   

3.35  For the last 10 minutes we have been helping CCTV and the police with a description of a fight that occurred outside Starbucks and the circumstances leading to it which we witnessed.  It turned out after questioning all involved that it was high jinks as someone had leapt on someone's back and umbrage was taken and a punch was slung albeit at a friend.  A small fight ensued and everyone ran off.  Now all are reconciled and no-one wants to press charges and the police have closed this particular incident off.
